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Head 

 

1. Gen 24:26 And the man bowed down his head, and worshipped the Lord. 

2. Gen 24:48 And I bowed down my head, and worshipped the Lord, and blessed the 

Lord God of my master Abraham, which had led me in the right way to take my 

masterõs brotherõs daughter unto his son. 

3. Gen 40:13 Yet within three days shall Pharaoh lift up thine head, and restore thee 

unto thy place: and thou shalt deliver Pharaohõs cup into his hand, after the former 

manner when thou wast his butler. 

4. Gen 40:16 When the chief baker saw that the interpretation was good, he said unto 

Joseph, I also was in my dream, and, behold, I had three white baskets on my head: 

5. Gen 40:17 And in the uppermost basket there was of all manner of bake meats for 

Pharaoh; and the birds did eat them out of the basket upon my head. 

6. Gen 40:19 Yet within three days shall Pharaoh lift up thy head from off thee, and 

shall hang thee on a tree; and the birds shall eat thy flesh from off thee. 

7. Gen 40:20 And it came to pass the third day, which was Pharaohõs birthday, that he 

made a feast unto all his servants: and he lifted up the head of the chief butler and of 

the chief baker among his servants. 

8. Gen 43:28 And they answered, Thy servant our father is in good health, he is yet 

alive. And they bowed down their heads, and made obeisance. 

9. Gen 48:14 And Israel stretched out his right hand, and laid it upon Ephraimõs head, 

who was the younger, and his left hand upon Manassehõs head, guiding his hands 

wittingly; for Manasseh was the firstborn. 

10. Gen 48:17 And when Joseph saw that his father laid his right hand upon the head of 

Ephraim, it displeased him: and he held up his fatherõs hand, to remove it from 

Ephraimõs head unto Manassehõs head. 

11. Gen 48:18 And Joseph said unto his father, Not so, my father: for this is the 

firstborn; put thy right hand upon his head. 



12. Gen 49:26 The blessings of thy father have prevailed above the blessings of my 

progenitors unto the utmost bound of the everlasting hills: they shall be on the head 

of Joseph, and on the crown of the head of him that was separate from his brethren. 

13. Ex 4:31 And the people believed: and when they heard that the Lord had visited the 

children of Israel, and that he had looked upon their affliction, then they bowed their 

heads and worshipped. 

14. Ex 12:27 That ye shall say, It  is the sacrifice of the Lordõs Passover, who passed over 

the houses of the children of Israel in Egypt, when he smote the Egyptians, and 

delivered our houses. And the people bowed the head and worshipped. 

15. Ex 29:6 And thou shalt put the mitre upon his head, and put the holy crown upon 

the mitre. 

16. Ex 29:7 Then shalt thou take the anointing oil, and pour it upon his head, and anoint 

him. 

17. Ex 34:8 And Moses made haste, and bowed his head to the ground, and 

worshipped. 

18. Lev 10:6 And Moses said unto Aaron, and unto Eleazar and unto Ithamar, his sons, 

Uncover not your heads, neither rend your clothes; lest ye die, and lest wrath come 

upon all the people: but let your brethren, the whole house of Israel, bewail the 

burning which the Lord hath kindled. 

19. Lev 14:9 But it shall be on the seventh day, that he shall shave all his hair off his 

head and his beard and his eyebrows, even all his hair he shall shave off: and he shall 

wash his clothes, also he shall wash his flesh in water, and he shall be clean. 

20. Lev 14:18 And the remnant of the oil that is in the priestõs hand he shall pour upon 

the head of him that is to be cleansed: and the priest shall make an atonement for 

him before the Lord. 

21. Lev 14:29 And the rest of the oil that is in the priestõs hand he shall put upon the 

head of him that is to be cleansed, to make an atonement for him before the Lord. 

22. Lev 19:27 Ye shall not round the corners of your heads, neither shalt thou mar the 

corners of thy beard. 

23. Lev 19:32 Thou shalt rise up before the hoary head, and honour the face of the old 

man, and fear thy God: I am the Lord. 



24. Lev 21:5 They shall not make baldness upon their head, neither shall they shave off 

the corner of their beard, nor make any cuttings in their flesh. 

25. Lev 21:10 And he that is the high priest among his brethren, upon whose head the 

anointing oil was poured, and that is consecrated to put on the garments, shall not 

uncover his head, nor rend his clothes; 

26. Lev 24:14 Bring forth him that hath cursed without the camp; and let all that heard 

him lay their hands upon his head, and let all the congregation stone him. 

27. Num 5:18 And the priest shall set the woman before the Lord, and uncover the 

womanõs head, and put the offering of memorial in her hands, which is the jealousy 

offering: and the priest shall have in his hand the bitter water that causeth the curse: 

28. Num 6:9 And if any man die very suddenly by him, and he hath defiled the head of 

his consecration; then he shall shave his head in the day of his cleansing, on the 

seventh day shall he shave it. 

29. Num 22:31 Then the Lord opened the eyes of Balaam, and he saw the angel of the 

Lord standing in the way, and his sword drawn in his hand: and he bowed down his 

head, and fell flat on his face. 

30. Deut 21:12 Then thou shalt bring her home to thine house; and she shall shave her 

head, and pare her nails; 

31. Deut 28:23 And thy heaven that is over thy head shall be brass, and the earth that is 

under thee shall be iron. 

32. Deut 28:35 The Lord shall smite thee in the knees, and in the legs, with a sore botch 

that cannot be healed, from the sole of thy foot unto the top of thy head. 

33. Deut 33:16 And for the precious things of the earth and fulness thereof, and for the 

good will of him that dwelt in the bush: let the blessing come upon the head of Joseph, 

and upon the top of the head of him that was separated from his brethren. 

34. Deut 33:20 And of Gad he said, Blessed be he that enlargeth Gad: he dwelleth as a 

lion, and teareth the arm with the crown of the head. 

35. Josh 2:19 And it shall be, that whosoever shall go out of the doors of thy house into 

the street, his blood shall be upon his head, and we will be guiltless: and whosoever 

shall be with thee in the house, his blood shall be on our head, if any hand be upon 

him. 



36. Josh 7:6 And Joshua rent his clothes, and fell to the earth upon his face before the 

ark of the Lord until the eventide, he and the elders of Israel, and put dust upon their 

heads. 

37. Judg 5:26 She put her hand to the nail, and her right hand to the workmenõs 

hammer; and with the hammer she smote Sisera, she smote off his head, when she 

had pierced and stricken through his temples. 

38. Judg 7:25 And they took two princes of the Midianites, Oreb and Zeeb; and they 

slew Oreb upon the rock Oreb, and Zeeb they slew at the winepress of Zeeb, and 

pursued Midian, and brought the heads of Oreb and Zeeb to Gideon on the other 

side Jordan. 

39. Judg 8:28 Thus was Midian subdued before the children of Israel, so that they lifted 

up their heads no more. And the country was in quietness forty years in the days of 

Gideon. 

40. Judg 9:53 And a certain woman cast a piece of a millstone upon Abimelechõs head, 

and all to brake his skull. 

41. Judg 13:5 For, lo, thou shalt conceive, and bear a son; and no razor shall come on his 

head: for the child shall be a Nazarite unto God from the womb: and he shall begin 

to deliver Israel out of the hand of the Philistines. 

42. Judg 16:13 And Delilah said unto Samson, Hitherto thou hast mocked me, and told 

me lies: tell me wherewith thou mightest be bound. And he said unto her, If  thou 

weavest the seven locks of my head with the web. 

43. Judg 16:17 That he told her all his heart, and said unto her, There hath not come a 

razor upon mine head; for I have been a Nazarite unto God from my motherõs 

womb: if I be shaven, then my strength will go from me, and I shall become weak, 

and be like any other man. 

44. Judg 16:19 And she made him sleep upon her knees; and she called for a man, and 

she caused him to shave off the seven locks of his head; and she began to afflict him, 

and his strength went from him. 

45. Judg 16:22 Howbeit the hair of his head began to grow again after he was shaven. 

46. 1 Sam 1:11 And she vowed a vow, and said, O Lord of hosts, if thou wilt indeed 

look on the affliction of thine handmaid, and remember me, and not forget thine 



handmaid, but wilt give unto thine handmaid a man child, then I will give him unto 

the Lord all the days of his life, and there shall no razor come upon his head. 

47. 1 Sam 4:12 And there ran a man of Benjamin out of the army, and came to Shiloh 

the same day with his clothes rent, and with earth upon his head. 

48. 1 Sam 5:4 And when they arose early on the morrow morning, behold, Dagon was 

fallen upon his face to the ground before the ark of the Lord; and the head of Dagon 

and both the palms of his hands were cut off upon the threshold; only the stump of 

Dagon was left to him. 

49. 1 Sam 10:1 Then Samuel took a vial of oil, and poured it upon his head, and kissed 

him, and said, Is it not because the Lord hath anointed thee to be captain over his 

inheritance? 

50. 1 Sam 14:45 And the people said unto Saul, Shall Jonathan die, who hath wrought 

this great salvation in Israel? God forbid: as the Lord liveth, there shall not one hair 

of his head fall to the ground; for he hath wrought with God this day. So the people 

rescued Jonathan, that he died not. 

51. 1 Sam 17:5 And he had an helmet of brass upon his head, and he was armed with a 

coat of mail; and the weight of the coat was five thousand shekels of brass. 

52. 1 Sam 17:38 And Saul armed David with his armour, and he put an helmet of brass 

upon his head; also he armed him with a coat of mail. 

53. 1 Sam 17:49 And David put his hand in his bag, and took thence a stone, and slang 

it, and smote the Philistine in his forehead, that the stone sunk into his forehead; and 

he fell upon his face to the earth. 

54. 1 Sam 17:51 Therefore David ran, and stood upon the Philistine, and took his sword, 

and drew it out of the sheath thereof, and slew him, and cut off his head therewith. 

And when the Philistines saw their champion was dead, they fled. 

55. 1 Sam 17:54 And David took the head of the Philistine, and brought it to Jerusalem; 

but he put his armour in his tent. 

56. 1 Sam 17:57 And as David returned from the slaughter of the Philistine, Abner took 

him, and brought him before Saul with the head of the Philistine in his hand. 

57. 1 Sam 25:39 And when David heard that Nabal was dead, he said, Blessed be the 

Lord, that hath pleaded the cause of my reproach from the hand of Nabal, and hath 

kept his servant from evil: for the Lord hath returned the wickedness of Nabal upon 



his own head. And David sent and communed with Abigail, to take her to him to 

wife. 

58. 1 Sam 28:2 And David said to Achish, Surely thou shalt know what thy servant can 

do. And Achish said to David, Therefore will I make thee keeper of mine head for 

ever. 

59. 1 Sam 31:9 And they cut off his head, and stripped off his armour, and sent into the 

land of the Philistines round about, to publish it in the house of their idols, and 

among the people. 

60. 2 Sam 1:2 It  came even to pass on the third day, that, behold, a man came out of the 

camp from Saul with his clothes rent, and earth upon his head: and so it was, when 

he came to David, that he fell to the earth, and did obeisance. 

61. 2 Sam 1:10 So I stood upon him, and slew him, because I was sure that he could not 

live after that he was fallen: and I took the crown that was upon his head, and the 

bracelet that was on his arm, and have brought them hither unto my lord. 

62. 2 Sam 1:16 And David said unto him, Thy blood be upon thy head; for thy mouth 

hath testified against thee, saying, I have slain the Lordõs anointed. 

63. 2 Sam 2:16 And they caught every one his fellow by the head, and thrust his sword in 

his fellowõs side; so they fell down together: wherefore that place was called Helkath-

hazzurim, which is in Gibeon. 

64. 2 Sam 3:29 Let it rest on the head of Joab, and on all his fatherõs house; and let there 

not fail from the house of Joab one that hath an issue, or that is a leper, or that 

leaneth on a staff, or that falleth on the sword, or that lacketh bread. 

65. 2 Sam 4:7 For when they came into the house, he lay on his bed in his bedchamber, 

and they smote him, and slew him, and beheaded him, and took his head, and gat 

them away through the plain all night. 

66. 2 Sam 4:8 And they brought the head of Ish-bosheth unto David to Hebron, and 

said to the king, Behold the head of Ish-bosheth the son of Saul thine enemy, which 

sought thy life; and the Lord hath avenged my lord the king this day of Saul, and of 

his seed. 

67. 2 Sam 4:12 And David commanded his young men, and they slew them, and cut off 

their hands and their feet, and hanged them up over the pool in Hebron. But they 

took the head of Ish-bosheth, and buried it in the sepulchre of Abner in Hebron. 



68. 2 Sam 12:30 And he took their kingõs crown from off his head, the weight whereof 

was a talent of gold with the precious stones: and it was set on Davidõs head. And he 

brought forth the spoil of the city in great abundance. 

69. 2 Sam 13:19 And Tamar put ashes on her head, and rent her garment of divers 

colours that was on her, and laid her hand on her head, and went on crying. 

70. 2 Sam 14:25 But in all Israel there was none to be so much praised as Absalom for 

his beauty: from the sole of his foot even to the crown of his head there was no 

blemish in him. 

71. 2 Sam 14:26 And when he polled his head, (for it was at every yearõs end that he 

polled it: because the hair was heavy on him, therefore he polled it:) he weighed the 

hair of his head at two hundred shekels after the kingõs weight. 

72. 2 Sam 18:9 And Absalom met the servants of David. And Absalom rode upon a 

mule, and the mule went under the thick boughs of a great oak, and his head caught 

hold of the oak, and he was taken up between the heaven and the earth; and the 

mule that was under him went away. 

73. 2 Sam 20:21 The matter is not so: but a man of mount Ephraim, Sheba the son of 

Bichri by name, hath lifted up his hand against the king, even against David: deliver 

him only, and I will depart from the city. And the woman said unto Joab, Behold, his 

head shall be thrown to thee over the wall. 

74. 2 Sam 20:22 Then the woman went unto all the people in her wisdom. And they cut 

off the head of Sheba the son of Bichri, and cast it out to Joab. And he blew a 

trumpet, and they retired from the city, every man to his tent. And Joab returned to 

Jerusalem unto the king. 

75. 1 Kgs 2:32 And the Lord shall return his blood upon his own head, who fell upon 

two men more righteous and better than he, and slew them with the sword, my 

father David not knowing thereof, to wit, Abner the son of Ner, captain of the host 

of Israel, and Amasa the son of Jether, captain of the host of Judah. 

76. 1 Kgs 2:33 Their blood shall therefore return upon the head of Joab, and upon the 

head of his seed for ever: but upon David, and upon his seed, and upon his house, 

and upon his throne, shall there be peace for ever from the Lord. 



77. 1 Kgs 2:37 For it shall be, that on the day thou goest out, and passest over the brook 

Kidron, thou shalt know for certain that thou shalt surely die: thy blood shall be 

upon thine own head. 

78. 1 Kgs 2:44 The king said moreover to Shimei, Thou knowest all the wickedness 

which thine heart is privy to, that thou didst to David my father: therefore the Lord 

shall return thy wickedness upon thine own head; 

79. 1 Kgs 8:32 Then hear thou in heaven, and do, and judge thy servants, condemning 

the wicked, to bring his way upon his head; and justifying the righteous, to give him 

according to his righteousness. 

80. 1 Kgs 19:6 And he looked, and, behold, there was a cake baken on the coals, and a 

cruse of water at his head. And he did eat and drink, and laid him down again. 

81. 1 Kgs 20:31 And his servants said unto him, Behold now, we have heard that the 

kings of the house of Israel are merciful kings: let us, I pray thee, put sackcloth on 

our loins, and ropes upon our heads, and go out to the king of Israel: peradventure 

he will save thy life. 

82. 1 Kgs 20:32 So they girded sackcloth on their loins, and put ropes on their heads, 

and came to the king of Israel, and said, Thy servant Ben-hadad saith, I pray thee, let 

me live. And he said, Is he yet alive? he is my brother. 

83. 2 Kgs 2:23 And he went up from thence unto Beth-el: and as he was going up by the 

way, there came forth little children out of the city, and mocked him, and said unto 

him, Go up, thou bald head; go up, thou bald head. 

84. 2 Kgs 4:19 And he said unto his father, My head, my head. And he said to a lad, 

Carry him to his mother. 

85. 2 Kgs 6:31 Then he said, God do so and more also to me, if the head of Elisha the 

son of Shaphat shall stand on him this day. 

86. 2 Kgs 6:32 But Elisha sat in his house, and the elders sat with him; and the king sent 

a man from before him: but ere the messenger came to him, he said to the elders, 

See ye how this son of a murderer hath sent to take away mine head? look, when the 

messenger cometh, shut the door, and hold him fast at the door: is not the sound of 

his masterõs feet behind him? 



87. 2 Kgs 9:3 Then take the box of oil, and pour it on his head, and say, Thus saith the 

Lord, I have anointed thee king over Israel. Then open the door, and flee, and tarry 

not. 

88. 2 Kgs 9:6 And he arose and went into the house; and he poured the oil on his head, 

and said unto him, Thus saith the Lord God of Israel, I have anointed thee king over 

the people of the Lord, even over Israel. 

89. 2 Kgs 9:30 And when Jehu was come to Jezreel, Jezebel heard of it; and she painted 

her face, and tired her head, and looked out at a window. 

90. 2 Kgs 10:6 Then he wrote a letter the second time to them, saying, If  ye be mine, and 

if ye will hearken unto my voice, take ye the heads of the men your masterõs sons, 

and come to me to Jezreel by to morrow this time. Now the kingõs sons, being 

seventy persons, were with the great men of the city, which brought them up. 

91. 2 Kgs 10:7 And it came to pass, when the letter came to them, that they took the 

kingõs sons, and slew seventy persons, and put their heads in baskets, and sent him 

them to Jezreel. 

92. 2 Kgs 10:8 And there came a messenger, and told him, saying, They have brought 

the heads of the kingõs sons. And he said, Lay ye them in two heaps at the entering in 

of the gate until the morning. 

93. 2 Kgs 19:21 This is the word that the Lord hath spoken concerning him; The virgin 

the daughter of Zion hath despised thee, and laughed thee to scorn; the daughter of 

Jerusalem hath shaken her head at thee. 

94. 1 Chr 10:9 And when they had stripped him, they took his head, and his armour, and 

sent into the land of the Philistines round about, to carry tidings unto their idols, and 

to the people. 

95. 1 Chr 10:10 And they put his armour in the house of their gods, and fastened his 

head in the temple of Dagon. 

96. 1 Chr 20:2 And David took the crown of their king from off his head, and found it 

to weigh a talent of gold, and there were precious stones in it; and it was set upon 

Davidõs head: and he brought also exceeding much spoil out of the city. 

97. 1 Chr 29:20 And David said to all the congregation, Now bless the Lord your God. 

And all the congregation blessed the Lord God of their fathers, and bowed down 

their heads, and worshipped the Lord, and the king. 



98. 2 Chr 6:23 Then hear thou from heaven, and do, and judge thy servants, by requiting 

the wicked, by recompensing his way upon his own head; and by justifying the 

righteous, by giving him according to his righteousness. 

99. 2 Chr 20:18 And Jehoshaphat bowed his head with his face to the ground: and all 

Judah and the inhabitants of Jerusalem fell before the Lord, worshipping the Lord. 

100. 2 Chr 29:30 Moreover Hezekiah the king and the princes commanded the Levites to 

sing praise unto the Lord with the words of David, and of Asaph the seer. And they 

sang praises with gladness, and they bowed their heads and worshipped. 

101. Ezra 9:3 And when I heard this thing, I rent my garment and my mantle, and 

plucked off the hair of my head and of my beard, and sat down astonied. 

102. Ezra 9:6 And said, O my God, I am ashamed and blush to lift up my face to thee, my 

God: for our iniquities are increased over our head, and our trespass is grown up 

unto the heavens. 

103. Neh 4:4 Hear, O our God; for we are despised: and turn their reproach upon their 

own head, and give them for a prey in the land of captivity: 

104. Neh 8:6 And Ezra blessed the Lord, the great God. And all the people answered, 

Amen, Amen, with lifting up their hands: and they bowed their heads, and 

worshipped the Lord with their faces to the ground. 

105. Esth 2:17 And the king loved Esther above all the women, and she obtained grace 

and favour in his sight more than all the virgins; so that he set the royal crown upon 

her head, and made her queen instead of Vashti. 

106. Esth 6:8 Let the royal apparel be brought which the king useth to wear, and the 

horse that the king rideth upon, and the crown royal which is set upon his head: 

107. Esth 6:12 And Mordecai came again to the kingõs gate. But Haman hasted to his 

house mourning, and having his head covered. 

108. Job 1:20 Then Job arose, and rent his mantle, and shaved his head, and fell down 

upon the ground, and worshipped, 

109. Job 2:12 And when they lifted up their eyes afar off, and knew him not, they lifted 

up their voice, and wept; and they rent every one his mantle, and sprinkled dust upon 

their heads toward heaven. 

110. Job 10:15 If  I be wicked, woe unto me; and if I be righteous, yet will I not lift up my 

head. I am full of confusion; therefore see thou mine affliction; 



111. Job 16:4 I also could speak as ye do: if your soul were in my soulõs stead, I could 

heap up words against you, and shake mine head at you. 

112. Job 19:9 He hath stripped me of my glory, and taken the crown from my head. 

113. Job 20:6 Though his excellency mount up to the heavens, and his head reach unto 

the clouds; 

114. Job 29:3 When his candle shined upon my head, and when by his light I walked 

through darkness; 

115. Job 41:7 Canst thou fill his skin with barbed irons? or his head with fish spears? 

116. Ps 3:3 But thou, O Lord, art a shield for me; my glory, and the lifter up of mine 

head. 

117. Ps 7:16 His mischief shall return upon his own head, and his violent dealing shall 

come down upon his own pate. 

118. Ps 21:3 For thou preventest him with the blessings of goodness: thou settest a crown 

of pure gold on his head. 

119. Pss 22:7 All they that see me laugh me to scorn: they shoot out the lip, they shake 

the head, saying, 

120. Ps 23:5 Thou preparest a table before me in the presence of mine enemies: thou 

anointest my head with oil; my cup runneth over. 

121. Ps 24:7 Lift up your heads, O ye gates; and be ye lift up, ye everlasting doors; and the 

King of glory shall come in. 

122. Ps 24:9 Lift up your heads, O ye gates; even lift them up, ye everlasting doors; and 

the King of glory shall come in. 

123. Ps 27:6 And now shall mine head be lifted up above mine enemies round about me: 

therefore will I offer in his tabernacle sacrifices of joy; I will sing, yea, I will sing 

praises unto the Lord. 

124. Ps 38:4 For mine iniquities are gone over mine head: as an heavy burden they are too 

heavy for me. 

125. Ps 40:12 For innumerable evils have compassed me about: mine iniquities have taken 

hold upon me, so that I am not able to look up; they are more than the hairs of mine 

head: therefore my heart faileth me. 

126. Ps 44:14 Thou makest us a byword among the heathen, a shaking of the head among 

the people. 



127. Ps 66:12 Thou hast caused men to ride over our heads; we went through fire and 

through water: but thou broughtest us out into a wealthy place. 

128. Ps 68:21 But God shall wound the head of his enemies, and the hairy scalp of such 

an one as goeth on still in his trespasses. 

129. Ps 69:4 They that hate me without a cause are more than the hairs of mine head: they 

that would destroy me, being mine enemies wrongfully, are mighty: then I restored 

that which I took not away. 

130. Ps 83:2 For, lo, thine enemies make a tumult: and they that hate thee have lifted up 

the head. 

131. Ps 108:8 Gilead is mine; Manasseh is mine; Ephraim also is the strength of mine 

head; Judah is my lawgiver; 

132. Ps 109:25 I became also a reproach unto them: when they looked upon me they 

shaked their heads. 

133. Ps 110:7 He shall drink of the brook in the way: therefore shall he lift up the head. 

134. Ps 133:2 It  is like the precious ointment upon the head, that ran down upon the 

beard, even Aaronõs beard: that went down to the skirts of his garments; 

135. Ps 140:7 O God the Lord, the strength of my salvation, thou hast covered my head 

in the day of battle. 

136. Ps 140:9 As for the head of those that compass me about, let the mischief of their 

own lips cover them. 

137. Ps 141:5 Let the righteous smite me; it shall be a kindness: and let him reprove me; it 

shall be an excellent oil, which shall not break my head: for yet my prayer also shall 

be in their calamities. 

138. Prov 1:9 For they shall be an ornament of grace unto thy head, and chains about thy 

neck. 

139. Prov 4:9 She shall give to thine head an ornament of grace: a crown of glory shall she 

deliver to thee. 

140. Prov 10:6 Blessings are upon the head of the just: but violence covereth the mouth 

of the wicked. 

141. Prov 11:26 He that withholdeth corn, the people shall curse him: but blessing shall be 

upon the head of him that selleth it. 



142. Prov 16:31 The hoary head is a crown of glory, if it be found in the way of 

righteousness. 

143. Prov 20:29 The glory of young men is their strength: and the beauty of old men is 

the gray head. 

144. Prov 25:22 For thou shalt heap coals of fire upon his head, and the Lord shall 

reward thee. 

145. Eccl 2:14 The wise manõs eyes are in his head; but the fool walketh in darkness: and I 

myself perceived also that one event happeneth to them all. 

146. Eccl 9:8 Let thy garments be always white; and let thy head lack no ointment. 

147. Song 2:6 His left hand is under my head, and his right hand doth embrace me. 

148. Song 5:2 I sleep, but my heart waketh: it is the voice of my beloved that knocketh, 

saying, Open to me, my sister, my love, my dove, my undefiled: for my head is filled 

with dew, and my locks with the drops of the night. 

149. Song 7:5 Thine head upon thee is like Carmel, and the hair of thine head like purple; 

the king is held in the galleries. 

150. Song 8:3 His left hand should be under my head, and his right hand should embrace 

me. 

151. Isa 1:5 Why should ye be stricken any more? ye will revolt more and more: the whole 

head is sick, and the whole heart faint. 

152. Isa 1:6 From the sole of the foot even unto the head there is no soundness in it; but 

wounds, and bruises, and putrifying sores: they have not been closed, neither bound 

up, neither mollified with ointment. 

153. Isa 3:17 Therefore the Lord will smite with a scab the crown of the head of the 

daughters of Zion, and the Lord will discover their secret parts. 

154. Isa 7:20 In the same day shall the Lord shave with a razor that is hired, namely, by 

them beyond the river, by the king of Assyria, the head, and the hair of the feet: and 

it shall also consume the beard. 

155. Isa 9:14 Therefore the Lord will cut off from Israel head and tail, branch and rush, in 

one day. 

156. Isa 9:15 The ancient and honourable, he is the head; and the prophet that teacheth 

lies, he is the tail. 



157. Isa 15:2 He is gone up to Bajith, and to Dibon, the high places, to weep: Moab shall 

howl over Nebo, and over Medeba: on all their heads shall be baldness, and every 

beard cut off. 

158. Isa 35:10 And the ransomed of the Lord shall return, and come to Zion with songs 

and everlasting joy upon their heads: they shall obtain joy and gladness, and sorrow 

and sighing shall flee away. 

159. Isa 37:22 This is the word which the Lord hath spoken concerning him; The virgin, 

the daughter of Zion, hath despised thee, and laughed thee to scorn; the daughter of 

Jerusalem hath shaken her head at thee. 

160. Isa 51:11 Therefore the redeemed of the Lord shall return, and come with singing 

unto Zion; and everlasting joy shall be upon their head: they shall obtain gladness 

and joy; and sorrow and mourning shall flee away. 

161. Isa 58:5 Is it such a fast that I have chosen? a day for a man to afflict his soul? is it to 

bow down his head as a bulrush, and to spread sackcloth and ashes under him? wilt 

thou call this a fast, and an acceptable day to the Lord? 

162. Isa 59:17 For he put on righteousness as a breastplate, and an helmet of salvation 

upon his head; and he put on the garments of vengeance for clothing, and was clad 

with zeal as a cloak. 

163. Jer 2:16 Also the children of Noph and Tahapanes have broken the crown of thy 

head. 

164. Jer 2:37 Yea, thou shalt go forth from him, and thine hands upon thine head: for the 

Lord hath rejected thy confidences, and thou shalt not prosper in them. 

165. Jer 9:1 Oh that my head were waters, and mine eyes a fountain of tears, that I might 

weep day and night for the slain of the daughter of my people! 

166. Jer 14:3 And their nobles have sent their little ones to the waters: they came to the 

pits, and found no water; they returned with their vessels empty; they were ashamed 

and confounded, and covered their heads. 

167. Jer 14:4 Because the ground is chapt, for there was no rain in the earth, the plowmen 

were ashamed, they covered their heads. 

168. Jer 18:16 To make their land desolate, and a perpetual hissing; every one that passeth 

thereby shall be astonished, and wag his head. 



169. Jer 23:19 Behold, a whirlwind of the Lord is gone forth in fury, even a grievous 

whirlwind: it shall fall grievously upon the head of the wicked. 

170. Jer 30:23 Behold, the whirlwind of the Lord goeth forth with fury, a continuing 

whirlwind: it shall fall with pain upon the head of the wicked.. 

171. Jer 48:37 For every head shall be bald, and every beard clipped: upon all the hands 

shall be cuttings, and upon the loins sackcloth. 

172. Jer 48:45 They that fled stood under the shadow of Heshbon because of the force: 

but a fire shall come forth out of Heshbon, and a flame from the midst of Sihon, and 

shall devour the corner of Moab, and the crown of the head of the tumultuous ones. 

173. Jer 52:31 And it came to pass in the seven and thirtieth year of the captivity of 

Jehoiachin king of Judah, in the twelfth month, in the five and twentieth day of the 

month, that Evil-merodach king of Babylon in the first year of his reign lifted up the 

head of Jehoiachin king of Judah, and brought him forth out of prison, 

174. Lam 2:10 The elders of the daughter of Zion sit upon the ground, and keep silence: 

they have cast up dust upon their heads; they have girded themselves with sackcloth: 

the virgins of Jerusalem hang down their heads to the ground. 

175. Lam 2:15 All that pass by clap their hands at thee; they hiss and wag their head at the 

daughter of Jerusalem, saying, Is this the city that men call The perfection of beauty, 

The joy of the whole earth? 

176. Lam 3:54 Waters flowed over mine head; then I said, I am cut off. 

177. Lam 5:16 The crown is fallen from our head: woe unto us, that we have sinned! 

178. Ezek 1:22 And the likeness of the firmament upon the heads of the living creature 

was as the colour of the terrible crystal, stretched forth over their heads above. 

179. Ezek 1:25 And there was a voice from the firmament that was over their heads, 

when they stood, and had let down their wings. 

180. Ezek 1:26 And above the firmament that was over their heads was the likeness of a 

throne, as the appearance of a sapphire stone: and upon the likeness of the throne 

was the likeness as the appearance of a man above upon it. 

181. Ezek 5:1 And thou, son of man, take thee a sharp knife, take thee a barberõs razor, 

and cause it to pass upon thine head and upon thy beard: then take thee balances to 

weigh, and divide the hair. 



182. Ezek 7:18 They shall also gird themselves with sackcloth, and horror shall cover 

them; and shame shall be upon all faces, and baldness upon all their heads. 

183. Ezek 8:3 And he put forth the form of an hand, and took me by a lock of mine head; 

and the spirit lifted me up between the earth and the heaven, and brought me in the 

visions of God to Jerusalem, to the door of the inner gate that looketh toward the 

north; where was the seat of the image of jealousy, which provoketh to jealousy. 

184. Ezek 9:10 And as for me also, mine eye shall not spare, neither will I have pity, but I 

will recompense their way upon their head. 

185. Ezek 10:1 Then I looked, and, behold, in the firmament that was above the head of 

the cherubims there appeared over them as it were a sapphire stone, as the 

appearance of the likeness of a throne. 

186. Ezek 10:11 When they went, they went upon their four sides; they turned not as they 

went, but to the place whither the head looked they followed it; they turned not as 

they went. 

187. Ezek 11:21 But as for them whose heart walketh after the heart of their detestable 

things and their abominations, I will recompense their way upon their own heads, 

saith the Lord God. 

188. Ezek 16:12 And I put a jewel on thy forehead, and earrings in thine ears, and a 

beautiful crown upon thine head. 

189. Ezek 16:43 Because thou hast not remembered the days of thy youth, but hast 

fretted me in all these things; behold, therefore I also will recompense thy way upon 

thine head, saith the Lord God: and thou shalt not commit this lewdness above all 

thine abominations. 

190. Ezek 17:19 Therefore thus saith the Lord God; As I live, surely mine oath that he 

hath despised, and my covenant that he hath broken, even it will I recompense upon 

his own head. 

191. Ezek 22:31 Therefore have I poured out mine indignation upon them; I have 

consumed them with the fire of my wrath: their own way have I recompensed upon 

their heads, saith the Lord God. 

192. Ezek 23:15 Girded with girdles upon their loins, exceeding in dyed attire upon their 

heads, all of them princes to look to, after the manner of the Babylonians of 

Chaldea, the land of their nativity: 



193. Ezek 23:42 And a voice of a multitude being at ease was with her: and with the men 

of the common sort were brought Sabeans from the wilderness, which put bracelets 

upon their hands, and beautiful crowns upon their heads. 

194. Ezek 24:17 Forbear to cry, make no mourning for the dead, bind the tire of thine 

head upon thee, and put on thy shoes upon thy feet, and cover not thy lips, and eat 

not the bread of men. 

195. Ezek 24:23 And your tires shall be upon your heads, and your shoes upon your feet: 

ye shall not mourn nor weep; but ye shall pine away for your iniquities, and mourn 

one toward another. 

196. Ezek 27:30 And shall cause their voice to be heard against thee, and shall cry bitterly, 

and shall cast up dust upon their heads, they shall wallow themselves in the ashes: 

197. Ezek 29:18 Son of man, Nebuchadrezzar king of Babylon caused his army to serve a 

great service against Tyrus: every head was made bald, and every shoulder was 

peeled: yet had he no wages, nor his army, for Tyrus, for the service that he had 

served against it: 

198. Ezek 32:27 And they shall not lie with the mighty that are fallen of the 

uncircumcised, which are gone down to hell with their weapons of war: and they 

have laid their swords under their heads, but their iniquities shall be upon their 

bones, though they were the terror of the mighty in the land of the living. 

199. Ezek 33:4 Then whosoever heareth the sound of the trumpet, and taketh not 

warning; if the sword come, and take him away, his blood shall be upon his own 

head. 

200. Ezek 44:18 They shall have linen bonnets upon their heads, and shall have linen 

breeches upon their loins; they shall not gird themselves with any thing that causeth 

sweat. 

201. Ezek 44:20 Neither shall they shave their heads, nor suffer their locks to grow long; 

they shall only poll their heads. 

202. Dan 1:10 And the prince of the eunuchs said unto Daniel, I fear my lord the king, 

who hath appointed your meat and your drink: for why should he see your faces 

worse liking than the children which are of your sort? then shall ye make me 

endanger my head to the king. 



203. Dan 2:28 But there is a God in heaven that revealeth secrets, and maketh known to 

the king Nebuchadnezzar what shall be in the latter days. Thy dream, and the visions 

of thy head upon thy bed, are these; 

204. Dan 2:32 This imageõs head was of fine gold, his breast and his arms of silver, his 

belly and his thighs of brass, 

205. Dan 2:38 And wheresoever the children of men dwell, the beasts of the field and the 

fowls of the heaven hath he given into thine hand, and hath made thee ruler over 

them all. Thou art this head of gold. 

206. Dan 3:27 And the princes, governors, and captains, and the kingõs counsellors, being 

gathered together, saw these men, upon whose bodies the fire had no power, nor 

was an hair of their head singed, neither were their coats changed, nor the smell of 

fire had passed on them. 

207. Dan 4:5 I saw a dream which made me afraid, and the thoughts upon my bed and 

the visions of my head troubled me. 

208. Dan 4:10 Thus were the visions of mine head in my bed; I saw, and behold a tree in 

the midst of the earth, and the height thereof was great. 

209. Dan 4:13 I saw in the visions of my head upon my bed, and, behold, a watcher and 

an holy one came down from heaven; 

210. Dan 7:1 In the first year of Belshazzar king of Babylon Daniel had a dream and 

visions of his head upon his bed: then he wrote the dream, and told the sum of the 

matters. 

211. Dan 7:9 I beheld till the thrones were cast down, and the Ancient of days did sit, 

whose garment was white as snow, and the hair of his head like the pure wool: his 

throne was like the fiery flame, and his wheels as burning fire. 

212. Dan 7:15 I Daniel was grieved in my spirit in the midst of my body, and the visions 

of my head troubled me. 

213. Dan 7:20 And of the ten horns that were in his head, and of the other which came 

up, and before whom three fell; even of that horn that had eyes, and a mouth that 

spake very great things, whose look was more stout than his fellows. 

214. Joel 3:4 Yea, and what have ye to do with me, O Tyre, and Zidon, and all the coasts 

of Palestine? will ye render me a recompence? and if ye recompense me, swiftly and 

speedily will I return your recompence upon your own head; 



215. Joel 3:7 Behold, I will raise them out of the place whither ye have sold them, and will 

return your recompence upon your own head: 

216. Amos 2:7 That pant after the dust of the earth on the head of the poor, and turn 

aside the way of the meek: and a man and his father will go in unto the same maid, to 

profane my holy name: 

217. Amos 8:10 And I will turn your feasts into mourning, and all your songs into 

lamentation; and I will bring up sackcloth upon all loins, and baldness upon every 

head; and I will make it as the mourning of an only son, and the end thereof as a 

bitter day. 

218. Amos 9:1 I saw the Lord standing upon the altar: and he said, Smite the lintel of the 

door, that the posts may shake: and cut them in the head, all of them; and I will slay 

the last of them with the sword: he that fleeth of them shall not flee away, and he 

that escapeth of them shall not be delivered. 

219. Obad 1:15 For the day of the Lord is near upon all the heathen: as thou hast done, it 

shall be done unto thee: thy reward shall return upon thine own head. 

220. Jonah 2:5 The waters compassed me about, to the soul: the depth closed me round 

about, the weeds were wrapped about my head.  

221. Jonah 4:6 And the Lord God prepared a gourd, and made it to come up over Jonah, 

that it might be a shadow over his head, to deliver him from his grief. So Jonah was 

exceeding glad of the gourd. 

222. Jonah 4:8 And it came to pass, when the sun did arise, that God prepared a 

vehement east wind; and the sun beat upon the head of Jonah, that he fainted, and 

wished in himself to die, and said, It  is better for me to die than to live. 

223. Micah 2:13 The breaker is come up before them: they have broken up, and have 

passed through the gate, and are gone out by it: and their king shall pass before 

them, and the Lord on the head of them. 

224. Hab 3:13 Thou wentest forth for the salvation of thy people, even for salvation with 

thine anointed; thou woundedst the head out of the house of the wicked, by 

discovering the foundation unto the neck. Selah. 

225. Zech 1:21 Then said I, What come these to do? And he spake, saying, These are the 

horns which have scattered Judah, so that no man did lift up his head: but these are 



come to fray them, to cast out the horns of the Gentiles, which lifted up their horn 

over the land of Judah to scatter it. 

226. Zech 3:5 And I said, Let them set a fair mitre upon his head. So they set a fair mitre 

upon his head, and clothed him with garments. And the angel of the Lord stood by. 

227. Zech 6:11 Then take silver and gold, and make crowns, and set them upon the head 

of Joshua the son of Josedech, the high priest; 

228. Matt 5:36 Neither shalt thou swear by thy head, because thou canst not make one 

hair white or black. 

229. Matt 6:17 But thou, when thou fastest, anoint thine head, and wash thy face; 

230. Matt 8:20 And Jesus saith unto him, The foxes have holes, and the birds of the air 

have nests; but the Son of man hath not where to lay his head. 

231. Matt 10:30 But the very hairs of your head are all numbered. 

232. Matt 14:8 And she, being before instructed of her mother, said, Give me here John 

Baptistõs head in a charger. 

233. Matt 14:11 And his head was brought in a charger, and given to the damsel: and she 

brought it to her mother. 

234. Matt 21:42 Jesus saith unto them, Did ye never read in the scriptures, The stone 

which the builders rejected, the same is become the head of the corner: this is the 

Lordõs doing, and it is marvellous in our eyes? 

235. Matt 26:7 There came unto him a woman having an alabaster box of very precious 

ointment, and poured it on his head, as he sat at meat. 

236. Matt 27:29 And when they had plaited a crown of thorns, they put it upon his head, 

and a reed in his right hand: and they bowed the knee before him, and mocked him, 

saying, Hail, King of the Jews! 

237. Matt 27:30 And they spit upon him, and took the reed, and smote him on the head. 

238. Matt 27:37 And set up over his head his accusation written, This Is Jesus the King of 

the Jews. 

239. Matt 27:39 And they that passed by reviled him, wagging their heads, 

240. Mark 6:24 And she went forth, and said unto her mother, What shall I ask? And she 

said, The head of John the Baptist. 

241. Mark 6:25 And she came in straightway with haste unto the king, and asked, saying, I 

will that thou give me by and by in a charger the head of John the Baptist. 



242. Mark 6:27 And immediately the king sent an executioner, and commanded his head 

to be brought: and he went and beheaded him in the prison, 

243. Mark 6:28 And brought his head in a charger, and gave it to the damsel: and the 

damsel gave it to her mother. 

244. Mark 12:4 And again he sent unto them another servant; and at him they cast stones, 

and wounded him in the head, and sent him away shamefully handled. 

245. Mark 14:3 And being in Bethany in the house of Simon the leper, as he sat at meat, 

there came a woman having an alabaster box of ointment of spikenard very precious; 

and she brake the box, and poured it on his head. 

246. Mark 15:17 And they clothed him with purple, and plaited a crown of thorns, and 

put it about his head, 

247. Mark 15:19 And they smote him on the head with a reed, and did spit upon him, and 

bowing their knees worshipped him. 

248. Mark 15:29 And they that passed by railed on him, wagging their heads, and saying, 

Ah, thou that destroyest the temple, and buildest it in three days, 

249. Luke 7:38 And stood at his feet behind him weeping, and began to wash his feet with 

tears, and did wipe them with the hairs of her head, and kissed his feet, and anointed 

them with the ointment. 

250. Luke 7:44 And he turned to the woman, and said unto Simon, Seest thou this 

woman? I entered into thine house, thou gavest me no water for my feet: but she 

hath washed my feet with tears, and wiped them with the hairs of her head. 

251. Luke 7:46 My head with oil thou didst not anoint: but this woman hath anointed my 

feet with ointment. 

252. Luke 9:58 And Jesus said unto him, Foxes have holes, and birds of the air have nests; 

but the Son of man hath not where to lay his head. 

253. Luke 12:7 But even the very hairs of your head are all numbered. Fear not therefore: 

ye are of more value than many sparrows. 

254. Luke 21:18 But there shall not an hair of your head perish. 

255. Luke 21:28 And when these things begin to come to pass, then look up, and lift up 

your heads; for your redemption draweth nigh. 

256. John 13:9 Simon Peter saith unto him, Lord, not my feet only, but also my hands 

and my head. 



257. John 19:2 And the soldiers plaited a crown of thorns, and put it on his head, and 

they put on him a purple robe, 

258. John 19:30 When Jesus therefore had received the vinegar, he said, It  is finished: and 

he bowed his head, and gave up the ghost. 

259. John 20:7 And the napkin, that was about his head, not lying with the linen clothes, 

but wrapped together in a place by itself. 

260. John 20:12 And seeth two angels in white sitting, the one at the head, and the other 

at the feet, where the body of Jesus had lain. 

261. Acts 4:11 This is the stone which was set at nought of you builders, which is become 

the head of the corner. 

262. Acts 18:6 And when they opposed themselves, and blasphemed, he shook his 

raiment, and said unto them, Your blood be upon your own heads; I am clean: from 

henceforth I will go unto the Gentiles. 

263. Acts 18:18 And Paul after this tarried there yet a good while, and then took his leave 

of the brethren, and sailed thence into Syria, and with him Priscilla and Aquila; 

having shorn his head in Cenchrea: for he had a vow. 

264. Acts 21:24 And Paul after this tarried there yet a good while, and then took his leave 

of the brethren, and sailed thence into Syria, and with him Priscilla and Aquila; 

having shorn his head in Cenchrea: for he had a vow. 

265. Acts 27:34 Wherefore I pray you to take some meat: for this is for your health: for 

there shall not an hair fall from the head of any of you. 

266. Rom 12:20 Therefore if thine enemy hunger, feed him; if he thirst, give him drink: 

for in so doing thou shalt heap coals of fire on his head. 

267. 1 Cor 11:3 But I would have you know, that the head of every man is Christ; and the 

head of the woman is the man; and the head of Christ is God. 

268. 1 Cor 11:4 Every man praying or prophesying, having his head covered, 

dishonoureth his head. 

269. 1 Cor 11:5 But every woman that prayeth or prophesieth with her head uncovered 

dishonoureth her head: for that is even all one as if she were shaven. 

270. 1 Cor 11:7 For a man indeed ought not to cover his head, forasmuch as he is the 

image and glory of God: but the woman is the glory of the man. 



271. 1 Cor 11:10 For this cause ought the woman to have power on her head because of 

the angels. 

272. 1 Cor 12:21 And the eye cannot say unto the hand, I have no need of thee: nor again 

the head to the feet, I have no need of you. 

273. Eph 4:15 But speaking the truth in love, may grow up into him in all things, which is 

the head, even Christ: 

274. Eph 5:23 For the husband is the head of the wife, even as Christ is the head of the 

church: and he is the saviour of the body.  

275. Col 1:18 And he is the head of the body, the church: who is the beginning, the 

firstborn from the dead; that in all things he might have the preeminence. 

276. Col 2:10 And ye are complete in him, which is the head of all principality and power: 

277. Col 2:19 And not holding the Head, from which all the body by joints and bands 

having nourishment ministered, and knit together, increaseth with the increase of 

God. 

278. 1 Pet 2:7 Unto you therefore which believe he is precious: but unto them which be 

disobedient, the stone which the builders disallowed, the same is made the head of 

the corner, 

279. Rev 1:14 His head and his hairs were white like wool, as white as snow; and his eyes 

were as a flame of fire; 

280. Rev 4:4 And round about the throne were four and twenty seats: and upon the seats 

I saw four and twenty elders sitting, clothed in white raiment; and they had on their 

heads crowns of gold. 

281. Rev 9:7 And the shapes of the locusts were like unto horses prepared unto battle; 

and on their heads were as it were crowns like gold, and their faces were as the faces 

of men. 

282. Rev 12:1 And there appeared a great wonder in heaven; a woman clothed with the 

sun, and the moon under her feet, and upon her head a crown of twelve stars: 

283. Rev 14:14 And I looked, and behold a white cloud, and upon the cloud one sat like 

unto the Son of man, having on his head a golden crown, and in his hand a sharp 

sickle. 



284. Rev 18:19 And they cast dust on their heads, and cried, weeping and wailing, saying, 

Alas, alas, that great city, wherein were made rich all that had ships in the sea by 

reason of her costliness! for in one hour is she made desolate. 

285. 1 Ne 4:18 Therefore I did obey the voice of the Spirit, and took Laban by the hair of 

the head, and I smote off his head with his own sword. 

286. 1 Ne 4:19 And after I had smitten off his head with his own sword, I took the 

garments of Laban and put them upon mine own body; yea, even every whit; and I 

did gird on his armor about my loins. 

287. 1 Ne 22:13 And the blood of that great and abominable church, which is the whore 

of all the earth, shall turn upon their own heads; for they shall war among 

themselves, and the sword of their own hands shall fall upon their own heads, and 

they shall be drunken with their own blood. 

288. 2 Ne 4:6 Wherefore, if ye are cursed, behold, I leave my blessing upon you, that the 

cursing may be taken from you and be answered upon the heads of your parents. 

289. 2 Ne 8:11 Therefore, the redeemed of the Lord shall return, and come with singing 

unto Zion; and everlasting joy and holiness shall be upon their heads; and they shall 

obtain gladness and joy; sorrow and mourning shall flee away. 

290. 2 Ne 9:3 Behold, my beloved brethren, I speak unto you these things that ye may 

rejoice, and lift up your heads forever, because of the blessings which the Lord God 

shall bestow upon your children. 

291. 2 Ne 10:20 And now, my beloved brethren, seeing that our merciful God has given 

us so great knowledge concerning these things, let us remember him, and lay aside 

our sins, and not hang down our heads, for we are not cast off; nevertheless, we have 

been driven out of the land of our inheritance; but we have been led to a better land, 

for the Lord has made the sea our path, and we are upon an isle of the sea. 

292. 2 Ne 13:17 Therefore the Lord will smite with a scab the crown of the head of the 

daughters of Zion, and the Lord will discover their secret parts. 

293. 2 Ne 28:14 They wear stiff necks and high heads; yea, and because of pride, and 

wickedness, and abominations, and whoredoms, they have all gone astray save it be a 

few, who are the humble followers of Christ; nevertheless, they are led, that in many 

instances they do err because they are taught by the precepts of men. 



294. 2 Ne 29:5 O ye Gentiles, have ye remembered the Jews, mine ancient covenant 

people? Nay; but ye have cursed them, and have hated them, and have not sought to 

recover them. But behold, I will return all these things upon your own heads; for I 

the Lord have not forgotten my people.

come upon our garments, and we would not be found spotless at the last day. 

296. Jacob 2:13 And the hand of providence hath smiled upon you most pleasingly, that 

you have obtained many riches; and because some of you have obtained more 

abundantly than that of your brethren ye are lifted up in the pride of your hearts, and 

wear stiff necks and high heads because of the costliness of your apparel, and 

persecute your brethren because ye suppose that ye are better than they. 

297. Jacob 3:2 O all ye that are pure in heart, lift up your heads and receive the pleasing 

word of God, and feast upon his love; for ye may, if your minds are firm, forever. 

298. Jacob 3:10 Wherefore, ye shall remember your children, how that ye have grieved 

their hearts because of the example that ye have set before them; and also, remember 

that ye may, because of your filthiness, bring your children unto destruction, and 

their sins be heaped upon your heads at the last day. 

299. Enos 1:10 And while I was thus struggling in the spirit, behold, the voice of the Lord 

came into my mind again, saying: I will visit thy brethren according to their diligence 

in keeping my commandments. I have given unto them this land, and it is a holy 

land; and I curse it not save it be for the cause of iniquity; wherefore, I will visit thy 

brethren according as I have said; and their transgressions will I bring down with 

sorrow upon their own heads. 

300. Enos 1:20 And I bear record that the people of Nephi did seek diligently to restore 

the Lamanites unto the true faith in God. But our labors were vain; their hatred was 

fixed, and they were led by their evil nature that they became wild, and ferocious, and 

a blood-thirsty people, full of idolatry and filthiness; feeding upon beasts of prey; 

dwelling in tents, and wandering about in the wilderness with a short skin girdle 

about their loins and their heads shaven; and their skill was in the bow, and in the 



cimeter, and the ax. And many of them did eat nothing save it was raw meat; and 

they were continually seeking to destroy us. 

301. Mosiah 5:8 And under this head ye are made free, and there is no other head 

whereby ye can be made free. There is no other name given whereby salvation 

cometh; therefore, I would that ye should take upon you the name of Christ, all you 

that have entered into the covenant with God that ye should be obedient unto the 

end of your lives. 

302. Mosiah 7:18 And it came to pass that when they had gathered themselves together 

that he spake unto them in this wise, saying: O ye, my people, lift up your heads and 

be comforted; for behold, the time is at hand, or is not far distant, when we shall no 

longer be in subjection to our enemies, notwithstanding our many strugglings, which 

have been in vain; yet I trust there remaineth an effectual struggle to be made. 

303. Mosiah 7:19 Therefore, lift up your heads, and rejoice, and put your trust in God, in 

that God who was the God of Abraham, and Isaac, and Jacob; and also, that God 

who brought the children of Israel out of the land of Egypt, and caused that they 

should walk through the Red Sea on dry ground, and fed them with manna that they 

might not perish in the wilderness; and many more things did he do for them. 

304. Mosiah 10:8 And it came to pass that they came up upon the north of the land of 

Shilom, with their numerous hosts, men armed with bows, and with arrows, and with 

swords, and with cimeters, and with stones, and with slings; and they had their heads 

shaved that they were naked; and they were girded with a leathern girdle about their 

loins. 

305. Mosiah 24:13 And it came to pass that the voice of the Lord came to them in their 

afflictions, saying: Lift up your heads and be of good comfort, for I know of the 

covenant which ye have made unto me; and I will covenant with my people and 

deliver them out of bondage. 

306. Mosiah 29:30 And I command you to do these things in the fear of the Lord; and I 

command you to do these things, and that ye have no king; that if these people 

commit sins and iniquities they shall be answered upon their own heads. 

307. Mosiah 29:31 For behold I say unto you, the sins of many people have been caused 

by the iniquities of their kings; therefore their iniquities are answered upon the heads 

of their kings. 



308. Alma 1:4 And he also testified unto the people that all mankind should be saved at 

the last day, and that they need not fear nor tremble, but that they might lift up their 

heads and rejoice; for the Lord had created all men, and had also redeemed all men; 

and, in the end, all men should have eternal life. 

309. Alma 3:4 And the Amlicites were distinguished from the Nephites, for they had 

marked themselves with red in their foreheads after the manner of the Lamanites; 

nevertheless they had not shorn their heads like unto the Lamanites. 

310. Alma 3:5 Now the heads of the Lamanites were shorn; and they were naked, save it 

were skin which was girded about their loins, and also their armor, which was girded 

about them, and their bows, and their arrows, and their stones, and their slings, and 

so forth. 

311. Alma 8:15 Blessed art thou, Alma; therefore, lift up thy head and rejoice, for thou 

hast great cause to rejoice; for thou hast been faithful in keeping the commandments 

of God from the time which thou receivedst thy first message from him. Behold, I 

am he that delivered it unto you. 

312. Alma 10:18 Ye are laying plans to pervert the ways of the righteous, and to bring 

down the wrath of God upon your heads, even to the utter destruction of this 

people. 

313. Alma 11:44 Now, this restoration shall come to all, both old and young, both bond 

and free, both male and female, both the wicked and the righteous; and even there 

shall not so much as a hair of their heads be lost; but every thing shall be restored to 

its perfect frame, as it is now, or in the body, and shall be brought and be arraigned 

before the bar of Christ the Son, and God the Father, and the Holy Spirit, which is 

one Eternal God, to be judged according to their works, whether they be good or 

whether they be evil. 

314. Alma 30:18 And thus he did preach unto them, leading away the hearts of many, 

causing them to lift up their heads in their wickedness, yea, leading away many 

women, and also men, to commit whoredomsñtelling them that when a man was 

dead, that was the end thereof. 

315. Alma 30:23 Now the high priestõs name was Giddonah. And Korihor said unto him: 

Because I do not teach the foolish traditions of your fathers, and because I do not 

teach this people to bind themselves down under the foolish ordinances and 



performances which are laid down by ancient priests, to usurp power and authority 

over them, to keep them in ignorance, that they may not lift up their heads, but be 

brought down according to thy words. 

316. Alma 31:13 For they had a place built up in the center of their synagogue, a place for 

standing, which was high above the head; and the top thereof would only admit one 

person. 

317. Alma 40:23 The soul shall be restored to the body, and the body to the soul; yea, and 

every limb and joint shall be restored to its body; yea, even a hair of the head shall 

not be lost; but all things shall be restored to their proper and perfect frame. 

318. Alma 43:19 And when the armies of the Lamanites saw that the people of Nephi, or 

that Moroni, had prepared his people with breastplates and with arm-shields, yea, 

and also shields to defend their heads, and also they were dressed with thick 

clothingñ 

319. Alma 44:18 But behold, their naked skins and their bare heads were exposed to the 

sharp swords of the Nephites; yea, behold they were pierced and smitten, yea, and 

did fall exceedingly fast before the swords of the Nephites; and they began to be 

swept down, even as the soldier of Moroni had prophesied. 

320. Alma 60:10 And now, my beloved brethrenñfor ye ought to be beloved; yea, and ye 

ought to have stirred yourselves more diligently for the welfare and the freedom of 

this people; but behold, ye have neglected them insomuch that the blood of 

thousands shall come upon your heads for vengeance; yea, for known unto God 

were all their cries, and all their sufferingsñ 

321. 3 Ne 1:13 Lift up your head and be of good cheer; for behold, the time is at hand, 

and on this night shall the sign be given, and on the morrow come I into the world, 

to show unto the world that I will fulfil all that which I have caused to be spoken by 

the mouth of my holy prophets. 

322. 3 Ne 4:7 And it came to pass that they did come up to battle; and it was in the sixth 

month; and behold, great and terrible was the day that they did come up to battle; 

and they were girded about after the manner of robbers; and they had a lamb-skin 

about their loins, and they were dyed in blood, and their heads were shorn, and they 

had head-plates upon them; and great and terrible was the appearance of the armies 

of Giddianhi, because of their armor, and because of their being dyed in blood. 



323. 3 Ne 10:18 And it came to pass that in the ending of the thirty and fourth year, 

behold, I will show unto you that the people of Nephi who were spared, and also 

those who had been called Lamanites, who had been spared, did have great favors 

shown unto them, and great blessings poured out upon their heads, insomuch that 

soon after the ascension of Christ into heaven he did truly manifest himself unto 

them. 

324. 3 Ne 12:36 Neither shalt thou swear by thy head, because thou canst not make one 

hair black or white; 

325. 3 Ne 13:17 But thou, when thou fastest, anoint thy head, and wash thy face; 

326. 3 Ne 20:28 And they shall be a scourge unto the people of this land. Nevertheless, 

when they shall have received the fulness of my gospel, then if they shall harden their 

hearts against me I will return their iniquities upon their own heads, saith the Father. 

327. 3 Ne 27:32 But behold, it sorroweth me because of the fourth generation from this 

generation, for they are led away captive by him even as was the son of perdition; for 

they will sell me for silver and for gold, and for that which moth doth corrupt and 

which thieves can break through and steal. And in that day will I visit them, even in 

turning their works upon their own heads. 

328. Morm 8:40 Yea, why do ye build up your secret abominations to get gain, and cause 

that widows should mourn before the Lord, and also orphans to mourn before the 

Lord, and also the blood of their fathers and their husbands to cry unto the Lord 

from the ground, for vengeance upon your heads? 

329. Ether 8:10 And now, therefore, let my father send for Akish, the son of Kimnor; and 

behold, I am fair, and I will dance before him, and I will please him, that he will 

desire me to wife; wherefore if he shall desire of thee that ye shall give unto him me 

to wife, then shall ye say: I will give her if ye will bring unto me the head of my 

father, the king. 

330. Ether 8:14 And it came to pass that they all sware unto him, by the God of heaven, 

and also by the heavens, and also by the earth, and by their heads, that whoso should 

vary from the assistance which Akish desired should lose his head; and whoso 

should divulge whatsoever thing Akish made known unto them, the same should 

lose his life. 



331. Ether 9:5 And it came to pass that Akish sought the life of his father-in-law; and he 

applied unto those whom he had sworn by the oath of the ancients, and they 

obtained the head of his father-in-law, as he sat upon his throne, giving audience to 

his people. 

332. Ether 15:30 And it came to pass that when Coriantumr had leaned upon his sword, 

that he rested a little, he smote off the head of Shiz. 

333. Ether 15:31 And it came to pass that after he had smitten off the head of Shiz, that 

Shiz raised up on his hands and fell; and after that he had struggled for breath, he 

died. 

334. D&C 9:14 Stand fast in the work wherewith I have called you, and a hair of your 

head shall not be lost, and you shall be lifted up at the last day. Amen. 

335. D&C 25:12 For my soul delighteth in the song of the heart; yea, the song of the 

righteous is a prayer unto me, and it shall be answered with a blessing upon their 

heads. 

336. D&C 28:6 And thou shalt not command him who is at thy head, and at the head of 

the church; 

337. D&C 29:12 And again, verily, verily, I say unto you, and it hath gone forth in a firm 

decree, by the will of the Father, that mine apostles, the Twelve which were with me 

in my ministry at Jerusalem, shall stand at my right hand at the day of my coming in a 

pillar of fire, being clothed with robes of righteousness, with crowns upon their 

heads, in glory even as I am, to judge the whole house of Israel, even as many as 

have loved me and kept my commandments, and none else. 

338. D&C 39:8 And verily I say unto thee, thine heart is now right before me at this time; 

and, behold, I have bestowed great blessings upon thy head 

339. D&C 39:15 And inasmuch as my people shall assemble themselves at the Ohio, I 

have kept in store a blessing such as is not known among the children of men, and it 

shall be poured forth upon their heads. And from thence men shall go forth into all 

nations. 

340. D&C 52:37 In consequence of transgression, let that which was bestowed upon 

Heman Basset be taken from him, and placed upon the head of Simonds Ryder. 

341. D&C 56:4 Wherefore I, the Lord, command and revoke, as it seemeth me good; and 

all this to be answered upon the heads of the rebellious, saith the Lord. 



342. D&C 66:11 Keep these sayings, for they are true and faithful; and thou shalt magnify 

thine office, and push many people to Zion with songs of everlasting joy upon their 

heads. 

343. D&C 68:25 And again, inasmuch as parents have children in Zion, or in any of her 

stakes which are organized, that teach them not to understand the doctrine of 

repentance, faith in Christ the Son of the living God, and of baptism and the gift of 

the Holy Ghost by the laying on of the hands, when eight years old, the sin be upon 

the heads of the parents. 

344. D&C 70:15 Now, this commandment I give unto my servants for their benefit while 

they remain, for a manifestation of my blessings upon their heads, and for a reward 

of their diligence and for their security; 

345. D&C 82:2 Nevertheless, there are those among you who have sinned exceedingly; 

yea, even all of you have sinned; but verily I say unto you, beware from henceforth, 

and refrain from sin, lest sore judgments fall upon your heads. 

346. D&C 84:80 And any man that shall go and preach this gospel of the kingdom, and 

fail not to continue faithful in all things, shall not be weary in mind, neither 

darkened, neither in body, limb, nor joint; and a hair of his head shall not fall to the 

ground unnoticed. And they shall not go hungry, neither athirst. 

347. D&C 84:109 Therefore, let every man stand in his own office, and labor in his own 

calling; and let not the head say unto the feet it hath no need of the feet; for without 

the feet how shall the body be able to stand? 

348. D&C 84:116 Let him trust in me and he shall not be confounded; and a hair of his 

head shall not fall to the ground unnoticed. 

349. D&C 88:82 Therefore, they are left without excuse, and their sins are upon their own 

heads. 

350. D&C 109:76 That our garments may be pure, that we may be clothed upon with 

robes of righteousness, with palms in our hands, and crowns of glory upon our 

heads, and reap eternal joy for all our sufferings. 

351. D&C 110:3 His eyes were as a flame of fire; the hair of his head was white like the 

pure snow; his countenance shone above the brightness of the sun; and his voice was 

as the sound of the rushing of great waters, even the voice of Jehovah, saying: 



352. D&C 110:5 Behold, your sins are forgiven you; you are clean before me; therefore, 

lift up your heads and rejoice. 

353. D&C 110:10 And the fame of this house shall spread to foreign lands; and this is the 

beginning of the blessing which shall be poured out upon the heads of my people. 

Even so. Amen.  

354. D&C 121:33 How long can rolling waters remain impure? What power shall stay the 

heavens? As well might man stretch forth his puny arm to stop the Missouri river in 

its decreed course, or to turn it up stream, as to hinder the Almighty from pouring 

down knowledge from heaven upon the heads of the Latter-day Saints. 

355. D&C 124:21 I therefore say unto you, I seal upon his head the office of a bishopric, 

like unto my servant Edward Partridge, that he may receive the consecrations of 

mine house, that he may administer blessings upon the heads of the poor of my 

people, saith the Lord. Let no man despise my servant George, for he shall honor 

me. 

356. D&C 124:48 For instead of blessings, ye, by your own works, bring cursings, wrath, 

indignation, and judgments upon your own heads, by your follies, and by all your 

abominations, which you practice before me, saith the Lord. 

357. D&C 124:50 And the iniquity and transgression of my holy laws and commandments 

I will visit upon the heads of those who hindered my work, unto the third and fourth 

generation, so long as they repent not, and hate me, saith the Lord God. 

358. D&C 124:52 And I will answer judgment, wrath, and indignation, wailing, and 

anguish, and gnashing of teeth upon their heads, unto the third and fourth 

generation, so long as they repent not, and hate me, saith the Lord your God. 

359. D&C 124:57 For this anointing have I put upon his head, that his blessing shall also 

be put upon the head of his posterity after him. 

360. D&C 124:92 That from henceforth he shall hold the keys of the patriarchal blessings 

upon the heads of all my people, 

361. D&C 127:3 Let all the saints rejoice, therefore, and be exceedingly glad; for Israelõs 

God is their God, and he will mete out a just recompense of reward upon the heads 

of all their oppressors. 

362. D&C 132:19 And again, verily I say unto you, if a man marry a wife by my word, 

which is my law, and by the new and everlasting covenant, and it is sealed unto them 



by the Holy Spirit of promise, by him who is anointed, unto whom I have appointed 

this power and the keys of this priesthood; and it shall be said unto themñYe shall 

come forth in the first resurrection; and if it be after the first resurrection, in the next 

resurrection; and shall inherit thrones, kingdoms, principalities, and powers, 

dominions, all heights and depthsñthen shall it be written in the Lambõs Book of 

Life, that he shall commit no murder whereby to shed innocent blood, and if ye 

abide in my covenant, and commit no murder whereby to shed innocent blood, it 

shall be done unto them in all things whatsoever my servant hath put upon them, in 

time, and through all eternity; and shall be of full force when they are out of the 

world; and they shall pass by the angels, and the gods, which are set there, to their 

exaltation and glory in all things, as hath been sealed upon their heads, which glory 

shall be a fulness and a continuation of the seeds forever and ever. 

363. D&C 133:34 Behold, this is the blessing of the everlasting God upon the tribes of 

Israel, and the richer blessing upon the head of Ephraim and his fellows. 

364. D&C 133:41 And it shall be answered upon their heads; for the presence of the Lord 

shall be as the melting fire that burneth, and as the fire which causeth the waters to 

boil. 

365. Moses 4:21 And I will put enmity between thee and the woman, between thy seed 

and her seed; and he shall bruise thy head, and thou shalt bruise his heel. 

366. Moses 5:29 And Satan said unto Cain: Swear unto me by thy throat, and if thou tell it 

thou shalt die; and swear thy brethren by their heads, and by the living God, that 

they tell it not; for if they tell it, they shall surely die; and this that thy father may not 

know it; and this day I will deliver thy brother Abel into thine hands. 

367. Moses 6:54 Hence came the saying abroad among the people, that the Son of God 

hath atoned for original guilt, wherein the sins of the parents cannot be answered 

upon the heads of the children, for they are whole from the foundation of the world. 

368. Moses 7:37 But behold, their sins shall be upon the heads of their fathers; Satan shall 

be their father, and misery shall be their doom; and the whole heavens shall weep 

over them, even all the workmanship of mine hands; wherefore should not the 

heavens weep, seeing these shall suffer? 

369. Abr 3:26 And they who keep their first estate shall be added upon; and they who 

keep not their first estate shall not have glory in the same kingdom with those who 



keep their first estate; and they who keep their second estate shall have glory added 

upon their heads for ever and ever. 

370. JSH 1:16 But, exerting all my powers to call upon God to deliver me out of the 

power of this enemy which had seized upon me, and at the very moment when I was 

ready to sink into despair and abandon myself to destructionñnot to an imaginary 

ruin, but to the power of some actual being from the unseen world, who had such 

marvelous power as I had never before felt in any beingñjust at this moment of 

great alarm, I saw a pillar of light exactly over my head, above the brightness of the 

sun, which descended gradually until it fell upon me 

371. JSH 1:31  He had on a loose robe of most exquisite whiteness. It  was a whiteness 

beyond anything earthly I had ever seen; nor do I believe that any earthly thing could 

be made to appear so exceedingly white and brilliant. His hands were naked, and his 

arms also, a little above the wrist; so, also, were his feet naked, as were his legs, a 

little above the ankles. His head and neck were also bare. I could discover that he 

had no other clothing on but this robe, as it was open, so that I could see into his 

bosom. 

372. JSH 1:49 The first thing that I can recollect was a voice speaking unto me, calling me 

by name. I looked up, and beheld the same messenger standing over my head, 

surrounded by light as before. He then again related unto me all that he had related 

to me the previous night, and commanded me to go to my father and tell him of the 

vision and commandments which I had received. 

373. JSH 1:71 Accordingly we went and were baptized. I baptized him first, and 

afterwards he baptized meñafter which I laid my hands upon his head and ordained 

him to the Aaronic Priesthood, and afterwards he laid his hands on me and ordained 

me to the same Priesthoodñfor so we were commanded. 

 

Hair  

 

374. Gen 42:38 And he said, My son shall not go down with you; for his brother is dead, 

and he is left alone: if mischief befall him by the way in the which ye go, then shall ye 

bring down my gray hairs with sorrow to the grave. 



375. Gen 44:29 And if ye take this also from me, and mischief befall him, ye shall bring 

down my gray hairs with sorrow to the grave. 

376. Gen 44:31 It  shall come to pass, when he seeth that the lad is not with us, that he 

will die: and thy servants shall bring down the gray hairs of thy servant our father 

with sorrow to the grave. 

377. Lev 13:3 And the priest shall look on the plague in the skin of the flesh: and when 

the hair in the plague is turned white, and the plague in sight be deeper than the skin 

of his flesh, it is a plague of leprosy: and the priest shall look on him, and pronounce 

him unclean. 

378. Lev 13:4 If  the bright spot be white in the skin of his flesh, and in sight be not 

deeper than the skin, and the hair thereof be not turned white; then the priest shall 

shut up him that hath the plague seven days: 

379. Lev 13:10 And the priest shall see him: and, behold, if the rising be white in the skin, 

and it have turned the hair white, and there be quick raw flesh in the rising; 

380. Lev 13:20 And if, when the priest seeth it, behold, it be in sight lower than the skin, 

and the hair thereof be turned white; the priest shall pronounce him unclean: it is a 

plague of leprosy broken out of the boil. 

381. Lev 13:21 But if the priest look on it, and, behold, there be no white hairs therein, 

and if it be not lower than the skin, but be somewhat dark; then the priest shall shut 

him up seven days: 

382. Lev 13:25 Then the priest shall look upon it: and, behold, if the hair in the bright 

spot be turned white, and it be in sight deeper than the skin; it is a leprosy broken 

out of the burning: wherefore the priest shall pronounce him unclean: it is the plague 

of leprosy.  

383. Lev 13:26 But if the priest look on it, and, behold, there be no white hair in the 

bright spot, and it be no lower than the other skin, but be somewhat dark; then the 

priest shall shut him up seven days: 

384. Lev 13:30 Then the priest shall see the plague: and, behold, if it be in sight deeper 

than the skin; and there be in it a yellow thin hair; then the priest shall pronounce 

him unclean: it is a dry scall, even a leprosy upon the head or beard. 



385. Lev 13:31 And if the priest look on the plague of the scall, and, behold, it be not in 

sight deeper than the skin, and that there is no black hair in it; then the priest shall 

shut up him that hath the plague of the scall seven days: 

386. Lev 13:32 And in the seventh day the priest shall look on the plague: and, behold, if 

the scall spread not, and there be in it no yellow hair, and the scall be not in sight 

deeper than the skin; 

387. Lev 13:36 Then the priest shall look on him: and, behold, if the scall be spread in the 

skin, the priest shall not seek for yellow hair; he is unclean. 

388. Lev 13:37 But if the scall be in his sight at a stay, and that there is black hair grown 

up therein; the scall is healed, he is clean: and the priest shall pronounce him clean. 

389. Lev 13:40 And the man whose hair is fallen off his head, he is bald; yet is he clean. 

390. Lev 13:41 And he that hath his hair fallen off from the part of his head toward his 

face, he is forehead bald: yet is he clean. 

391. Lev 14:8 And he that is to be cleansed shall wash his clothes, and shave off all his 

hair, and wash himself in water, that he may be clean: and after that he shall come 

into the camp, and shall tarry abroad out of his tent seven days. 

392. Lev 14:9 But it shall be on the seventh day, that he shall shave all his hair off his 

head and his beard and his eyebrows, even all his hair he shall shave off: and he shall 

wash his clothes, also he shall wash his flesh in water, and he shall be clean. 

393. Num 6:5 All the days of the vow of his separation there shall no razor come upon 

his head: until the days be fulfilled, in the which he separateth himself unto the Lord, 

he shall be holy, and shall let the locks of the hair of his head grow. 

394. Num 6:18 And the Nazarite shall shave the head of his separation at the door of the 

tabernacle of the congregation, and shall take the hair of the head of his separation, 

and put it in the fire which is under the sacrifice of the peace offerings.  

395. Num 6:19 And the priest shall take the sodden shoulder of the ram, and one 

unleavened cake out of the basket, and one unleavened wafer, and shall put them 

upon the hands of the Nazarite, after the hair of his separation is shaven: 

396. Deut 32:25 The sword without, and terror within, shall destroy both the young man 

and the virgin, the suckling also with the man of gray hairs. 

397. Judg 16:22 Howbeit the hair of his head began to grow again after he was shaven. 



398. Judg 20:16 Among all this people there were seven hundred chosen men lefthanded; 

every one could sling stones at an hair breadth, and not miss. 

399. 1 Sam 14:45 And the people said unto Saul, Shall Jonathan die, who hath wrought 

this great salvation in Israel? God forbid: as the Lord liveth, there shall not one hair 

of his head fall to the ground; for he hath wrought with God this day. So the people 

rescued Jonathan, that he died not. 

400. 2 Sam 14:11 Then said she, I pray thee, let the king remember the Lord thy God, 

that thou wouldest not suffer the revengers of blood to destroy any more, lest they 

destroy my son. And he said, As the Lord liveth, there shall not one hair of thy son 

fall to the earth. 

401. 2 Sam 14:26 And when he polled his head, (for it was at every yearõs end that he 

polled it: because the hair was heavy on him, therefore he polled it:) he weighed the 

hair of his head at two hundred shekels after the kingõs weight. 

402. 1 Kgs 1:52 And Solomon said, If  he will shew himself a worthy man, there shall not 

an hair of him fall to the earth: but if wickedness shall be found in him, he shall die. 

403. Ezra 9:3 And when I heard this thing, I rent my garment and my mantle, and 

plucked off the hair of my head and of my beard, and sat down astonied. 

404. Neh 13:25 And I contended with them, and cursed them, and smote certain of them, 

and plucked off their hair, and made them swear by God, saying, Ye shall not give 

your daughters unto their sons, nor take their daughters unto your sons, or for 

yourselves. 

405. Job 4:15 Then a spirit passed before my face; the hair of my flesh stood up: 

406. Ps 40:12 For innumerable evils have compassed me about: mine iniquities have taken 

hold upon me, so that I am not able to look up; they are more than the hairs of mine 

head: therefore my heart faileth me. 

407. Ps 69:4 They that hate me without a cause are more than the hairs of mine head: they 

that would destroy me, being mine enemies wrongfully, are mighty: then I restored 

that which I took not away. 

408. Song 4:1 Behold, thou art fair, my love; behold, thou art fair; thou hast dovesõ eyes 

within thy locks: thy hair is as a flock of goats, that appear from mount Gilead. 

409. Song 6:5 Turn away thine eyes from me, for they have overcome me: thy hair is as a 

flock of goats that appear from Gilead. 



410. Song 7:5 Thine head upon thee is like Carmel, and the hair of thine head like purple; 

the king is held in the galleries. 

411. Isa 3:24 And it shall come to pass, that instead of sweet smell there shall be stink; 

and instead of a girdle a rent; and instead of well set hair baldness; and instead of a 

stomacher a girding of sackcloth; and burning instead of beauty. 

412. Isa 7:20 In the same day shall the Lord shave with a razor that is hired, namely, by 

them beyond the river, by the king of Assyria, the head, and the hair of the feet: and 

it shall also consume the beard. 

413. Isa 50:6 I gave my back to the smiters, and my cheeks to them that plucked off the 

hair: I hid not my face from shame and spitting.

416. Ezek 16:7 I have caused thee to multiply as the bud of the field, and thou hast 

increased and waxen great, and thou art come to excellent ornaments: thy breasts are 

fashioned, and thine hair is grown, whereas thou wast naked and bare. 

417. Dan 3:27 And the princes, governors, and captains, and the kingõs counsellors, being 

gathered together, saw these men, upon whose bodies the fire had no power, nor 

was an hair of their head singed, neither were their coats changed, nor the smell of 

fire had passed on them.

I entered into thine house, thou gavest me no water for my feet: but she 

hath washed my feet with tears, and wiped them with the hairs of her head. 

425. Luke 12:7 But even the very hairs of your head are all numbered. Fear not therefore: 

ye are of more value than many sparrows. 

426. Luke 21:18 But there shall not an hair of your head perish. 

427. John 11:2 (It was that Mary which anointed the Lord with ointment, and wiped his 

feet with her hair, whose brother Lazarus was sick.) 

428. John 12:3 Then took Mary a pound of ointment of spikenard, very costly, and 

anointed the feet of Jesus, and wiped his feet with her hair: and the house was filled 

with the odour of the ointment. 

429. Acts 27:34 Wherefore I pray you to take some meat: for this is for your health: for 

there shall not an hair fall from the head of any of you. 

430. 1 Cor 11:14 Doth not even nature itself teach you, that, if a man have long hair, it is 

a shame unto him? 

431. 1 Cor 11:15 But if a woman have long hair, it is a glory to her: for her hair is given 

her for a covering. 

432. 1 Tim 2:9 In like manner also, that women adorn themselves in modest apparel, with 

shamefacedness and sobriety; not with broided hair, or gold, or pearls, or costly 

array; 

433. 1 Pet 3:3 Whose adorning let it not be that outward adorning of plaiting the hair, and 

of wearing of gold, or of putting on of apparel; 

434. Rev 1:14 His head and his hairs were white like wool, as white as snow; and his eyes 

were as a flame of fire; 

435. Rev 6:12 And I beheld when he had opened the sixth seal, and, lo, there was a great 

earthquake; and the sun became black as sackcloth of hair, and the moon became as 

blood; 



436. Rev 9:8 And they had hair as the hair of women, and their teeth were as the teeth of 

lions.

483. Prov 21:27 The sacrifice of the wicked is abomination: how much more, when he 

bringeth it with a wicked mind? 

484. Prov 29:11 A fool uttereth all his mind: but a wise man keepeth it in till afterwards. 

485. Isa 26:3 Thou wilt keep him in perfect peace, whose mind is stayed on thee: because 

he trusteth in thee. 

486. Isa 46:8 Remember this, and shew yourselves men: bring it again to mind, O ye 

transgressors. 



487. Isa 65:17 For, behold, I create new heavens and a new earth: and the former shall not 

be remembered, nor come into mind. 

488. Jer 3:16 And it shall come to pass, when ye be multiplied and increased in the land, in 

those days, saith the Lord, they shall say no more, The ark of the covenant of the 

Lord: neither shall it come to mind: neither shall they remember it; neither shall they 

visit it; neither shall that be done any more.

492. Jer 44:21 The incense that ye burned in the cities of Judah, and in the streets of 

Jerusalem, ye, and your fathers, your kings, and your princes, and the people of the 

land, did not the Lord remember them, and came it not into his mind? 

493. Jer 51:50 Ye that have escaped the sword, go away, stand not still: remember the Lord 

afar off, and let Jerusalem come into your mind. 

494. Lam 3:21 This I recall to my mind, therefore have I hope. 

495. Ezek 11:5 And the Spirit of the Lord fell upon me, and said unto me, Speak; Thus 

saith the Lord; Thus have ye said, O house of Israel: for I know the things that come 

into your mind, every one of them. 

496. Ezek 20:32 And that which cometh into your mind shall not be at all, that ye say, We 

will be as the heathen, as the families of the countries, to serve wood and stone.

502. Ezek 36:5 Therefore thus saith the Lord God; Surely in the fire of my jealousy have I 

spoken against the residue of the heathen, and against all Idumea, which have 

appointed my land into their possession with the joy of all their heart, with despiteful 

minds, to cast it out for a prey. 

503. Ezek 38:10 Thus saith the Lord God; It  shall also come to pass, that at the same time 

shall things come into thy mind, and thou shalt think an evil thought: 

504. Dan 2:29 As for thee, O king, thy thoughts came into thy mind upon thy bed, what 

should come to pass hereafter: and he that revealeth secrets maketh known to thee 

what shall come to pass. 

505. Dan 5:20 But when his heart was lifted up, and his mind hardened in pride, he was 

deposed from his kingly throne, and they took his glory from him: 

506. Hab 1:11 Then shall his mind change, and he shall pass over, and offend, imputing 

this his power unto his god. 

507. Matt 22:37 Jesus said unto him, Thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thy heart, 

and with all thy soul, and with all thy mind. 

508. Mark 5:15 And they come to Jesus, and see him that was possessed with the devil, 

and had the legion, sitting, and clothed, and in his right mind: and they were afraid. 

509. Mark 12:30 And thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thy heart, and with all thy 

soul, and with all thy mind, and with all thy strength: this is the first commandment. 

510. Mark 14:72 And the second time the cock crew. And Peter called to mind the word 

that Jesus said unto him, Before the cock crow twice, thou shalt deny me thrice. And 

when he thought thereon, he wept. 

511. Luke 1:29 And when she saw him, she was troubled at his saying, and cast in her 

mind what manner of salutation this should be. 



512. Luke 8:35 Then they went out to see what was done; and came to Jesus, and found 

the man, out of whom the devils were departed, sitting at the feet of Jesus, clothed, 

and in his right mind: and they were afraid. 

513. Luke 10:27 And he answering said, Thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thy 

heart, and with all thy soul, and with all thy strength, and with all thy mind; and thy 

neighbour as thyself. 

514. Luke 12:29 And seek not ye what ye shall eat, or what ye shall drink, neither be ye of 

doubtful mind. 

515. Acts 14:2 But the unbelieving Jews stirred up the Gentiles, and made their minds evil 

affected against the brethren. 

516. Acts 17:11 These were more noble than those in Thessalonica, in that they received 

the word with all readiness of mind, and searched the scriptures daily, whether those 

things were so. 

517. Acts 20:19 Serving the Lord with all humility of mind, and with many tears, and 

temptations, which befell me by the lying in wait of the Jews: 

518. Acts 28:6 Howbeit they looked when he should have swollen, or fallen down dead 

suddenly: but after they had looked a great while, and saw no harm come to him, they 

changed their minds, and said that he was a god. 

519. Rom 1:28 And even as they did not like to retain God in their knowledge, God gave 

them over to a reprobate mind, to do those things which are not convenient; 

520. Rom 7:23 But I see another law in my members, warring against the law of my mind, 

and bringing me into captivity to the law of sin which is in my members. 

521. Rom 7:25 I thank God through Jesus Christ our Lord. So then with the mind I myself 

serve the law of God; but with the flesh the law of sin. 

522. Rom 8:5 For they that are after the flesh do mind the things of the flesh; but they that 

are after the Spirit the things of the Spirit. 

523. Rom 8:6 For to be carnally minded is death; but to be spiritually minded is life and 

peace. 

524. Rom 8:7 Because the carnal mind is enmity against God: for it is not subject to the 

law of God, neither indeed can be. 

525. Rom 8:27 And he that searcheth the hearts knoweth what is the mind of the Spirit, 

because he maketh intercession for the saints according to the will of God. 



526. Rom 11:34 For who hath known the mind of the Lord? or who hath been his 

counsellor? 

527. Rom 12:2 And be not conformed to this world: but be ye transformed by the 

renewing of your mind, that ye may prove what is that good, and acceptable, and 

perfect, will of God. 

528. Rom 12:16 Be of the same mind one toward another. Mind not high things, but 

condescend to men of low estate. Be not wise in your own conceits. 

529. Rom 14:5 One man esteemeth one day above another: another esteemeth every day 

alike. Let every man be fully persuaded in his own mind. 

530. Rom 15:6 That ye may with one mind and one mouth glorify God, even the Father of 

our Lord Jesus Christ. 

531. Rom 15:15 Nevertheless, brethren, I have written the more boldly unto you in some 

sort, as putting you in mind, because of the grace that is given to me of God,

perfectly joined together in the same mind and in the same judgment. 

But 

we have the mind of Christ.

536. 2 Cor 7:7 And not by his coming only, but by the consolation wherewith he was 

comforted in you, when he told us your earnest desire, your mourning, your fervent 

mind toward me; so that I rejoiced the more. 

537. 2 Cor 8:12 For if there be first a willing mind, it is accepted according to that a man 

hath, and not according to that he hath not. 

538. 2 Cor 8:19 And not that only, but who was also chosen of the churches to travel with 

us with this grace, which is administered by us to the glory of the same Lord, and 

declaration of your ready mind: 



539. 2 Cor 9:2 For I know the forwardness of your mind, for which I boast of you to them 

of Macedonia, that Achaia was ready a year ago; and your zeal hath provoked very 

many.

542. Eph 2:3 Among whom also we all had our conversation in times past in the lusts of 

our flesh, fulfilling the desires of the flesh and of the mind; and were by nature the 

children of wrath, even as others. 

543. Eph 4:17 This I say therefore, and testify in the Lord, that ye henceforth walk not as 

other Gentiles walk, in the vanity of their mind, 

544. Eph 4:23 And be renewed in the spirit of your mind; 

545. Philip 1:27 Only let your conversation be as it becometh the gospel of Christ: that 

whether I come and see you, or else be absent, I may hear of your affairs, that ye 

stand fast in one spirit, with one mind striving together for the faith of the gospel; 

546. Philip 2:2 Fulfil ye my joy, that ye be likeminded, having the same love, being of one 

accord, of one mind. 

564. Philip 2:3 Let nothing be done through strife or vainglory; but in lowliness of mind 

let each esteem other better than themselves. 

565. Philip 2:5 Let this mind be in you, which was also in Christ Jesus: 

566. Philip 3:15 Let us therefore, as many as be perfect, be thus minded: and if in any 

thing ye be otherwise minded, God shall reveal even this unto you. 

567. Philip 3:16 Nevertheless, whereto we have already attained, let us walk by the same 

rule, let us mind the same thing. 

568. Philip 4:2 I beseech Euodias, and beseech Syntyche, that they be of the same mind in 

the Lord. 

569. Philip 4:7 And the peace of God, which passeth all understanding, shall keep your 

hearts and minds through Christ Jesus. 

570. Col 1:21 And you, that were sometime alienated and enemies in your mind by wicked 

works, yet now hath he reconciled 



571. Col 2:18 Let no man beguile you of your reward in a voluntary humility and 

worshipping of angels, intruding into those things which he hath not seen, vainly 

puffed up by his fleshly mind, 

572. Col 3:12 Put on therefore, as the elect of God, holy and beloved, bowels of mercies, 

kindness, humbleness of mind, meekness, longsuffering; 

573. 2 Thes 2:2 That ye be not soon shaken in mind, or be troubled, neither by spirit, nor 

by word, nor by letter as from us, as that the day of Christ is at hand. 

574. 1 Tim 6:5 Perverse disputings of men of corrupt minds, and destitute of the truth, 

supposing that gain is godliness: from such withdraw thyself. 

575. 2 Tim 1:7 For God hath not given us the spirit of fear; but of power, and of love, 

and of a sound mind. 

576. 2 Tim 3:8 Now as Jannes and Jambres withstood Moses, so do these also resist the 

truth: men of corrupt minds, reprobate concerning the faith. 

577. Titus 1:15 Unto the pure all things are pure: but unto them that are defiled and 

unbelieving is nothing pure; but even their mind and conscience is defiled. 

578. Titus 2:6 Young men likewise exhort to be sober minded. 

579. Titus 3:1 Put them in mind to be subject to principalities and powers, to obey 

magistrates, to be ready to every good work, 

580. Philem 1:14 But without thy mind would I do nothing; that thy benefit should not be 

as it were of necessity, but willingly. 

581. Heb 8:10 For this is the covenant that I will make with the house of Israel after those 

days, saith the Lord; I will put my laws into their mind, and write them in their 

hearts: and I will be to them a God, and they shall be to me a people: 

582. Heb 10:16 This is the covenant that I will make with them after those days, saith the 

Lord, I will put my laws into their hearts, and in their minds will I write them; 

583. Heb 12:3 For consider him that endured such contradiction of sinners against 

himself, lest ye be wearied and faint in your minds. 

584. James 1:8 A double minded man is unstable in all his ways. 

585. James 4:8 Draw nigh to God, and he will draw nigh to you. Cleanse your hands, ye 

sinners; and purify your hearts, ye double minded. 

586. 1 Pet 1:13 Wherefore gird up the loins of your mind, be sober, and hope to the end 

for the grace that is to be brought unto you at the revelation of Jesus Christ; 



587. 1 Pet 3:8 Finally, be ye all of one mind, having compassion one of another, love as 

brethren, be pitiful, be courteous: 

588. 1 Pet 4:1 Forasmuch then as Christ hath suffered for us in the flesh, arm yourselves 

likewise with the same mind: for he that hath suffered in the flesh hath ceased from 

sin; 

589. 1 Pet 5:2 Feed the flock of God which is among you, taking the oversight thereof, 

not by constraint, but willingly; not for filthy lucre, but of a ready mind; 

590. 2 Pet 3:1 This second epistle, beloved, I now write unto you; in both which I stir up 

your pure minds by way of remembrance: 

591. Rev 17:9 And here is the mind which hath wisdom. The seven heads are seven 

mountains, on which the woman sitteth. 

592. Rev 17:13 These have one mind, and shall give their power and strength unto the 

beast. 

593. 1 Ne 7:8 And now I, Nephi, being grieved for the hardness of their hearts, therefore 

I spake unto them, saying, yea, even unto Laman and unto Lemuel: Behold ye are 

mine elder brethren, and how is it that ye are so hard in your hearts, and so blind in 

your minds, that ye have need that I, your younger brother, should speak unto you, 

yea, and set an example for you? 

594. 1 Ne 14:7 For the time cometh, saith the Lamb of God, that I will work a great and a 

marvelous work among the children of men; a work which shall be everlasting, either 

on the one hand or on the otherñeither to the convincing of them unto peace and 

life eternal, or unto the deliverance of them to the hardness of their hearts and the 

blindness of their minds unto their being brought down into captivity, and also into 

destruction, both temporally and spiritually, according to the captivity of the devil, of 

which I have spoken. 

595. 1 Ne 15:27 And I said unto them that the water which my father saw was filthiness; 

and so much was his mind swallowed up in other things that he beheld not the 

filthiness of the water. 

596. 1 Ne 17:30 And notwithstanding they being led, the Lord their God, their Redeemer, 

going before them, leading them by day and giving light unto them by night, and 

doing all things for them which were expedient for man to receive, they hardened 



their hearts and blinded their minds, and reviled against Moses and against the true 

and living God. 

597. 2 Ne 1:21 And now that my soul might have joy in you, and that my heart might 

leave this world with gladness because of you, that I might not be brought down 

with grief and sorrow to the grave, arise from the dust, my sons, and be men, and be 

determined in one mind and in one heart, united in all things, that ye may not come 

down into captivity; 

598. 2 Ne 9:39 O, my beloved brethren, remember the awfulness in transgressing against 

that Holy God, and also the awfulness of yielding to the enticings of that cunning 

one. Remember, to be carnally-minded is death, and to be spiritually-minded is life 

eternal. 

599. 2 Ne 9:47 But behold, my brethren, is it expedient that I should awake you to an 

awful reality of these things? Would I harrow up your souls if your minds were pure? 

Would I be plain unto you according to the plainness of the truth if ye were freed 

from sin? 

600. 2 Ne 25:29 And now behold, I say unto you that the right way is to believe in Christ, 

and deny him not; and Christ is the Holy One of Israel; wherefore ye must bow 

down before him, and worship him with all your might, mind, and strength, and your 

whole soul; and if ye do this ye shall in nowise be cast out. 

601. Jacob 2:9 Wherefore, it burdeneth my soul that I should be constrained, because of 

the strict commandment which I have received from God, to admonish you 

according to your crimes, to enlarge the wounds of those who are already wounded, 

instead of consoling and healing their wounds; and those who have not been 

wounded, instead of feasting upon the pleasing word of God have daggers placed to 

pierce their souls and wound their delicate minds. 

602. Jacob 3:1 But behold, I, Jacob, would speak unto you that are pure in heart. Look 

unto God with firmness of mind, and pray unto him with exceeding faith, and he will 

console you in your afflictions, and he will plead your cause, and send down justice 

upon those who seek your destruction. 

603. Jacob 3:2 O all ye that are pure in heart, lift up your heads and receive the pleasing 

word of God, and feast upon his love; for ye may, if your minds are firm, forever. 



604. Enos 1:10 And while I was thus struggling in the spirit, behold, the voice of the Lord 

came into my mind again, saying: I will visit thy brethren according to their diligence 

in keeping my commandments. I have given unto them this land, and it is a holy 

land; and I curse it not save it be for the cause of iniquity; wherefore, I will visit thy 

brethren according as I have said; and their transgressions will I bring down with 

sorrow upon their own heads. 

605. Jarom 1:3 Behold, it is expedient that much should be done among this people, 

because of the hardness of their hearts, and the deafness of their ears, and the 

blindness of their minds, and the stiffness of their necks; nevertheless, God is 

exceedingly merciful unto them, and has not as yet swept them off from the face of 

the land. 

606. Mosiah 2:9 And these are the words which he spake and caused to be written, saying: 

My brethren, all ye that have assembled yourselves together, you that can hear my 

words which I shall speak unto you this day; for I have not commanded you to come 

up hither to trifle with the words which I shall speak, but that you should hearken 

unto me, and open your ears that ye may hear, and your hearts that ye may 

understand, and your minds that the mysteries of God may be unfolded to your 

view. 

607. Mosiah 2:11 But I am like as yourselves, subject to all manner of infirmities in body 

and mind; yet I have been chosen by this people, and consecrated by my father, and 

was suffered by the hand of the Lord that I should be a ruler and a king over this 

people; and have been kept and preserved by his matchless power, to serve you with 

all the might, mind and strength which the Lord hath granted unto me. 

608. Mosiah 4:13 And ye will not have a mind to injure one another, but to live peaceably, 

and to render to every man according to that which is his due. 

609. Mosiah  7:33 But if ye will turn to the Lord with full purpose of heart, and put your 

trust in him, and serve him with all diligence of mind, if ye do this, he will, according 

to his own will and pleasure, deliver you out of bondage. 

610. Alma 2:5 And it came to pass that the people assembled themselves together 

throughout all the land, every man according to his mind, whether it were for or 

against Amlici, in separate bodies, having much dispute and wonderful contentions 

one with another. 



611. Alma 11:4 Now these are the names of the different pieces of their gold, and of their 

silver, according to their value. And the names are given by the Nephites, for they 

did not reckon after the manner of the Jews who were at Jerusalem; neither did they 

measure after the manner of the Jews; but they altered their reckoning and their 

measure, according to the minds and the circumstances of the people, in every 

generation, until the reign of the judges, they having been established by king 

Mosiah.  

612. Alma 13:1 And again, my brethren, I would cite your minds forward to the time 

when the Lord God gave these commandments unto his children; and I would that 

ye should remember that the Lord God ordained priests, after his holy order, which 

was after the order of his Son, to teach these things unto the people. 

613. Alma 13:4 And thus they have been called to this holy calling on account of their 

faith, while others would reject the Spirit of God on account of the hardness of their 

hearts and blindness of their minds, while, if it had not been for this they might have 

had as great privilege as their brethren. 

614. Alma 14:6 And it came to pass that Zeezrom was astonished at the words which had 

been spoken; and he also knew concerning the blindness of the minds, which he had 

caused among the people by his lying words; and his soul began to be harrowed up 

under a consciousness of his own guilt; yea, he began to be encircled about by the 

pains of hell. 

615. Alma 15:3 And also Zeezrom lay sick at Sidom, with a burning fever, which was 

caused by the great tribulations of his mind on account of his wickedness, for he 

supposed that Alma and Amulek were no more; and he supposed that they had been 

slain because of his iniquity. And this great sin, and his many other sins, did harrow 

up his mind until it did become exceedingly sore, having no deliverance; therefore he 

began to be scorched with a burning heat. 

616. Alma 15:5 And it came to pass that they went immediately, obeying the message 

which he had sent unto them; and they went in unto the house unto Zeezrom; and 

they found him upon his bed, sick, being very low with a burning fever; and his mind 

also was exceedingly sore because of his iniquities; and when he saw them he 

stretched forth his hand, and besought them that they would heal him. 



617. Alma 16:6 And there was no inequality among them; the Lord did pour out his Spirit 

on all the face of the land to prepare the minds of the children of men, or to prepare 

their hearts to receive the word which should be taught among them at the time of 

his comingñ 

618. Alma 17:5 Now these are the circumstances which attended them in their 

journeyings, for they had many afflictions; they did suffer much, both in body and in 

mind, such as hunger, thirst and fatigue, and also much labor in the spirit. 

619. Alma 19:6 Now, this was what Ammon desired, for he knew that king Lamoni was 

under the power of God; he knew that the dark veil of unbelief was being cast away 

from his mind, and the light which did light up his mind, which was the light of the 

glory of God, which was a marvelous light of his goodnessñyea, this light had 

infused such joy into his soul, the cloud of darkness having been dispelled, and that 

the light of everlasting life was lit up in his soul, yea, he knew that this had overcome 

his natural frame, and he was carried away in Godñ 

620. Alma 22:3 And now, O king, if thou wilt spare our lives, we will be thy servants. And 

the king said unto them: Arise, for I will grant unto you your lives, and I will not 

suffer that ye shall be my servants; but I will insist that ye shall administer unto me; 

for I have been somewhat troubled in mind because of the generosity and the 

greatness of the words of thy brother Ammon; and I desire to know the cause why 

he has not come up out of Middoni with thee. 

621. Alma 30:16 Ye look forward and say that ye see a remission of your sins. But behold, 

it is the effect of a frenzied mind; and this derangement of your minds comes 

because of the traditions of your fathers, which lead you away into a belief of things 

which are not so. 

622. Alma 30:53 But behold, the devil hath deceived me; for he appeared unto me in the 

form of an angel, and said unto me: Go and reclaim this people, for they have all 

gone astray after an unknown God. And he said unto me: There is no God; yea, and 

he taught me that which I should say. And I have taught his words; and I taught 

them because they were pleasing unto the carnal mind; and I taught them, even until 

I had much success, insomuch that I verily believed that they were true; and for this 

cause I withstood the truth, even until I have brought this great curse upon me. 



623. Alma 31:5 And now, as the preaching of the word had a great tendency to lead the 

people to do that which was justñyea, it had had more powerful effect upon the 

minds of the people than the sword, or anything else, which had happened unto 

themñtherefore Alma thought it was expedient that they should try the virtue of the 

word of God. 

624. Alma 32:34 And now, behold, is your knowledge perfect? Yea, your knowledge is 

perfect in that thing, and your faith is dormant; and this because you know, for ye 

know that the word hath swelled your souls, and ye also know that it hath sprouted 

up, that your understanding doth begin to be enlightened, and your mind doth begin 

to expand. 

625. Alma 34:3 And as ye have desired of my beloved brother that he should make 

known unto you what ye should do, because of your afflictions; and he hath spoken 

somewhat unto you to prepare your minds; yea, and he hath exhorted you unto faith 

and to patienceñ 

626. Alma 34:5 And we have beheld that the great question which is in your minds is 

whether the word be in the Son of God, or whether there shall be no Christ. 

627. Alma 35:5 Now their rulers and their priests and their teachers did not let the people 

know concerning their desires; therefore they found out privily the minds of all the 

people. 

628. Alma 36:4 And I would not that ye think that I know of myselfñnot of the temporal 

but of the spiritual, not of the carnal mind but of God. 

629. Alma 36:18 Now, as my mind caught hold upon this thought, I cried within my 

heart: O Jesus, thou Son of God, have mercy on me, who am in the gall of 

bitterness, and am encircled about by the everlasting chains of death. 

630. Alma 39:13 That ye turn to the Lord with all your mind, might, and strength; that ye 

lead away the hearts of no more to do wickedly; but rather return unto them, and 

acknowledge your faults and that wrong which ye have done. 

631. Alma 39:16 And now, my son, this was the ministry unto which ye were called, to 

declare these glad tidings unto this people, to prepare their minds; or rather that 

salvation might come unto them, that they may prepare the minds of their children 

to hear the word at the time of his coming. 



632. Alma 40:1 Now my son, here is somewhat more I would say unto thee; for I 

perceive that thy mind is worried concerning the resurrection of the dead. 

633. Alma 41:1 And now, my son, I have somewhat to say concerning the restoration of 

which has been spoken; for behold, some have wrested the scriptures, and have gone 

far astray because of this thing. And I perceive that thy mind has been worried also 

concerning this thing. But behold, I will explain it unto thee. f 

634. Alma 39:17 And now I will ease your mind somewhat on this subject. Behold, you 

marvel why these things should be known so long beforehand. Behold, I say unto 

you, is not a soul at this time as precious unto God as a soul will be at the time of his 

coming? 

635. Alma 40:1 Now my son, here is somewhat more I would say unto thee; for I 

perceive that thy mind is worried concerning the resurrection of the dead. 

636. Alma 41:1 And now, my son, I have somewhat to say concerning the restoration of 

which has been spoken; for behold, some have wrested the scriptures, and have gone 

far astray because of this thing. And I perceive that thy mind has been worried also 

concerning this thing. But behold, I will explain it unto thee. 

637. Alma 42:1 And now, my son, I perceive there is somewhat more which doth worry 

your mind, which ye cannot understandñwhich is concerning the justice of God in 

the punishment of the sinner; for ye do try to suppose that it is injustice that the 

sinner should be consigned to a state of misery. 

638. Alma 47:6 And they had appointed a man to be a king and a leader over them, being 

fixed in their minds with a determined resolution that they would not be subjected to 

go against the Nephites. 

639. Alma 48:7 Now it came to pass that while Amalickiah had thus been obtaining 

power by fraud and deceit, Moroni, on the other hand, had been preparing the minds 

of the people to be faithful unto the Lord their God. 

640. Alma 57:27 Now this was the faith of these of whom I have spoken; they are young, 

and their minds are firm, and they do put their trust in God continually. 

641. 3 Ne 2:1 And it came to pass that thus passed away the ninety and fifth year also, and 

the people began to forget those signs and wonders which they had heard, and began 

to be less and less astonished at a sign or a wonder from heaven, insomuch that they 



began to be hard in their hearts, and blind in their minds, and began to disbelieve all 

which they had heard and seenñ 

642. 3 Ne 7:14 And it came to pass in the thirty and first year that they were divided into 

tribes, every man according to his family, kindred and friends; nevertheless they had 

come to an agreement that they would not go to war one with another; but they were 

not united as to their laws, and their manner of government, for they were 

established according to the minds of those who were their chiefs and their leaders. 

But they did establish very strict laws that one tribe should not trespass against 

another, insomuch that in some degree they had peace in the land; nevertheless, their 

hearts were turned from the Lord their God, and they did stone the prophets and did 

cast them out from among them. 

643. 3 Ne 7:16 Therefore, being grieved for the hardness of their hearts and the blindness 

of their mindsñwent forth among them in that same year, and began to testify, 

boldly, repentance and remission of sins through faith on the Lord Jesus Christ. 

644. 3 Ne 17:3 Therefore, go ye unto your homes, and ponder upon the things which I 

have said, and ask of the Father, in my name, that ye may understand, and prepare 

your minds for the morrow, and I come unto you again. 

645. Morm 1:15 And I, being fifteen years of age and being somewhat of a sober mind, 

therefore I was visited of the Lord, and tasted and knew of the goodness of Jesus. 

646. Ether 4:15 Behold, when ye shall rend that veil of unbelief which doth cause you to 

remain in your awful state of wickedness, and hardness of heart, and blindness of 

mind, then shall the great and marvelous things which have been hid up from the 

foundation of the world from youñyea, when ye shall call upon the Father in my 

name, with a broken heart and a contrite spirit, then shall ye know that the Father 

hath remembered the covenant which he made unto your fathers, O house of Israel. 

647. Ether 15:19 But behold, the Spirit of the Lord had ceased striving with them, and 

Satan had full power over the hearts of the people; for they were given up unto the 

hardness of their hearts, and the blindness of their minds that they might be 

destroyed; wherefore they went again to battle. 

648. Moro 7:30 For behold, they are subject unto him, to minister according to the word 

of his command, showing themselves unto them of strong faith and a firm mind in 

every form of godliness. 



649. Moro 9:25 My son, be faithful in Christ; and may not the things which I have written 

grieve thee, to weigh thee down unto death; but may Christ lift thee up, and may his 

sufferings and death, and the showing his body unto our fathers, and his mercy and 

long-suffering, and the hope of his glory and of eternal life, rest in your mind 

forever. 

650. Moro 10:32 Yea, come unto Christ, and be perfected in him, and deny yourselves of 

all ungodliness; and if ye shall deny yourselves of all ungodliness, and love God with 

all your might, mind and strength, then is his grace sufficient for you, that by his 

grace ye may be perfect in Christ; and if by the grace of God ye are perfect in Christ, 

ye can in nowise deny the power of God. 

651. D&C 4:2 Therefore, O ye that embark in the service of God, see that ye serve him 

with all your heart, might, mind and strength, that ye may stand blameless before 

God at the last day. 

652. D&C 6:15 Behold, thou knowest that thou hast inquired of me and I did enlighten 

thy mind; and now I tell thee these things that thou mayest know that thou hast been 

enlightened by the Spirit of truth; 

653. D&C 6:22 Verily, verily, I say unto you, if you desire a further witness, cast your 

mind upon the night that you cried unto me in your heart, that you might know 

concerning the truth of these things. 

654. D&C 6:23 Did I not speak peace to your mind concerning the matter? What greater 

witness can you have than from God? 

655. D&C 8:2 Yea, behold, I will tell you in your mind and in your heart, by the Holy 

Ghost, which shall come upon you and which shall dwell in your heart. 

656. D&C 9:8 But, behold, I say unto you, that you must study it out in your mind; then 

you must ask me if it be right, and if it is right I will cause that your bosom shall burn 

within you; therefore, you shall feel that it is right. 

657. D&C 10:2 And you also lost your gift at the same time, and your mind became 

darkened. 

658. D&C 11:13 Verily, verily, I say unto you, I will impart unto you of my Spirit, which 

shall enlighten your mind, which shall fill your soul with joy; 

659. D&C 11:20 Behold, this is your work, to keep my commandments, yea, with all your 

might, mind and strength. 



660. D&C 20:31 And we know also, that sanctification through the grace of our Lord and 

Savior Jesus Christ is just and true, to all those who love and serve God with all their 

mights, minds, and strength. 

661. D&C 30:2 But your mind has been on the things of the earth more than on the 

things of me, your Maker, and the ministry whereunto you have been called; and you 

have not given heed unto my Spirit, and to those who were set over you, but have 

been persuaded by those whom I have not commanded. 

662. D&C 33:4 And my vineyard has become corrupted every whit; and there is none 

which doeth good save it be a few; and they err in many instances because of 

priestcrafts, all having corrupt minds. 

663. D&C 33:7 Yea, verily, verily, I say unto you, that the field is white already to harvest; 

wherefore, thrust in your sickles, and reap with all your might, mind, and strength. 

664. D&C 43:34 Hearken ye to these words. Behold, I am Jesus Christ, the Savior of the 

world. Treasure these things up in your hearts, and let the solemnities of eternity rest 

upon your minds. 

665. D&C 45:65 And with one heart and with one mind, gather up your riches that ye 

may purchase an inheritance which shall hereafter be appointed unto you. 

666. D&C 46:10 And again, verily I say unto you, I would that ye should always 

remember, and always retain in your minds what those gifts are, that are given unto 

the church. 

667. D&C 59:5 Wherefore, I give unto them a commandment, saying thus: Thou shalt 

love the Lord thy God with all thy heart, with all thy might, mind, and strength; and 

in the name of Jesus Christ thou shalt serve him. 

668. D&C 64:34 Behold, the Lord requireth the heart and a willing mind; and the willing 

and obedient shall eat the good of the land of Zion in these last days. 

669. D&C 67:10 And again, verily I say unto you that it is your privilege, and a promise I 

give unto you that have been ordained unto this ministry, that inasmuch as you strip 

yourselves from jealousies and fears, and humble yourselves before me, for ye are 

not sufficiently humble, the veil shall be rent and you shall see me and know that I 

amñnot with the carnal neither natural mind, but with the spiritual. 

670. D&C 67:12 Neither can any natural man abide the presence of God, neither after the 

carnal mind. 



671. D&C 67:14 Let not your minds turn back; and when ye are worthy, in mine own due 

time, ye shall see and know that which was conferred upon you by the hands of my 

servant Joseph Smith, Jun. Amen. 

672. D&C 68:4 And whatsoever they shall speak when moved upon by the Holy Ghost 

shall be scripture, shall be the will of the Lord, shall be the mind of the Lord, shall be 

the word of the Lord, shall be the voice of the Lord, and the power of God unto 

salvation. 

673. D&C 84:54 And your minds in times past have been darkened because of unbelief, 

and because you have treated lightly the things you have receivedñ 

674. D&C 84:61 For I will forgive you of your sins with this commandmentñthat you 

remain steadfast in your minds in solemnity and the spirit of prayer, in bearing 

testimony to all the world of those things which are communicated unto you. 

675. D&C 84:80 And any man that shall go and preach this gospel of the kingdom, and 

fail not to continue faithful in all things, shall not be weary in mind, neither 

darkened, neither in body, limb, nor joint; and a hair of his head shall not fall to the 

ground unnoticed. And they shall not go hungry, neither athirst. 

676. D&C 84:85 Neither take ye thought beforehand what ye shall say; but treasure up in 

your minds continually the words of life, and it shall be given you in the very hour 

that portion that shall be meted unto every man.

679. D&C 95:13 Now here is wisdom, and the mind of the Lordñlet the house be built, 

not after the manner of the world, for I give not unto you that ye shall live after the 

manner of the world; 

680. D&C 98:47 But if the children shall repent, or the childrenõs children, and turn to the 

Lord their God, with all their hearts and with all their might, mind, and strength, and 

restore four-fold for all their trespasses wherewith they have trespassed, or 



wherewith their fathers have trespassed, or their fathersõ fathers, then thine 

indignation shall be turned away; 

681. D&C 102:23 In case of difficulty respecting doctrine or principle, if there is not a 

sufficiency written to make the case clear to the minds of the council, the president 

may inquire and obtain the mind of the Lord by revelation. 

682. D&C 104:81 Therefore write speedily to New York and write according to that 

which shall be dictated by my Spirit; and I will soften the hearts of those to whom 

you are in debt, that it shall be taken away out of their minds to bring affliction upon 

you. 

683. D&C 110:1 The veil was taken from our minds, and the eyes of our understanding 

were opened. 

684. D&C 112:23 Verily, verily, I say unto you, darkness covereth the earth, and gross 

darkness the minds of the people, and all flesh has become corrupt before my face. 

685. D&C 121:12 And also that God hath set his hand and seal to change the times and 

seasons, and to blind their minds, that they may not understand his marvelous 

workings; that he may prove them also and take them in their own craftiness; 

686. D&C 121:27 Which our forefathers have awaited with anxious expectation to be 

revealed in the last times, which their minds were pointed to by the angels, as held in 

reserve for the fulness of their glory; 

687. D&C 124:3 This proclamation shall be made to all the kings of the world, to the four 

corners thereof, to the honorable president-elect, and the high-minded governors of 

the nation in which you live, and to all the nations of the earth scattered abroad. 

688. D&C 128:1 As I stated to you in my letter before I left my place, that I would write 

to you from time to time and give you information in relation to many subjects, I 

now resume the subject of the baptism for the dead, as that subject seems to occupy 

my mind, and press itself upon my feelings the strongest, since I have been pursued 

by my enemies. 

689. D&C 133:61 And this according to the mind and will of the Lord, who ruleth over 

all flesh. 

690. D&C 138:5 While I was thus engaged, my mind reverted to the writings of the 

apostle Peter, to the primitive saints scattered abroad throughout Pontus, Galatia, 



Cappadocia, and other parts of Asia, where the gospel had been preached after the 

crucifixion of the Lord. 

691. OD 1 The Lord will never permit me or any other man who stands as President of 

this Church to lead you astray. It  is not in the programme. It  is not in the mind of 

God. 

692. OD 1 I have had some revelations of late, and very important ones to me, and I will 

tell you what the Lord has said to me. Let me bring your minds to what is termed the 

manifesto. 

693. Moses 4:6 And Satan put it into the heart of the serpent, (for he had drawn away 

many after him,) and he sought also to beguile Eve, for he knew not the mind of 

God, wherefore he sought to destroy the world. 

694. Moses 7:18 And the Lord called his people Zion, because they were of one heart and 

one mind, and dwelt in righteousness; and there was no poor among them. 

695. JSH 1:1 Owing to the many reports which have been put in circulation by evil-

disposed and designing persons, in relation to the rise and progress of The Church 

of Jesus Christ of Latter-day Saints, all of which have been designed by the authors 

thereof to militate against its character as a Church and its progress in the worldñI 

have been induced to write this history, to disabuse the public mind, and put all 

inquirers after truth in possession of the facts, as they have transpired, in relation 

both to myself and the Church, so far as I have such facts in my possession. 

696. JSH 1:8 During this time of great excitement my mind was called up to serious 

reflection and great uneasiness; but though my feelings were deep and often 

poignant, still I kept myself aloof from all these parties, though I attended their 

several meetings as often as occasion would permit. In process of time my mind 

became somewhat partial to the Methodist sect, and I felt some desire to be united 

with them; but so great were the confusion and strife among the different 

denominations, that it was impossible for a person young as I was, and so 

unacquainted with men and things, to come to any certain conclusion who was right 

and who was wrong. 

697. JSH 1:9 My mind at times was greatly excited, the cry and tumult were so great and 

incessant. The Presbyterians were most decided against the Baptists and Methodists, 

and used all the powers of both reason and sophistry to prove their errors, or, at 



least, to make the people think they were in error. On the other hand, the Baptists 

and Methodists in their turn were equally zealous in endeavoring to establish their 

own tenets and disprove all others. 

698. JSH 1:22 I soon found, however, that my telling the story had excited a great deal of 

prejudice against me among professors of religion, and was the cause of great 

persecution, which continued to increase; and though I was an obscure boy, only 

between fourteen and fifteen years of age, and my circumstances in life such as to 

make a boy of no consequence in the world, yet men of high standing would take 

notice sufficient to excite the public mind against me, and create a bitter persecution; 

and this was common among all the sectsñall united to persecute me. 

699. JSH 1:42 Again, he told me, that when I got those plates of which he had spokenñ

for the time that they should be obtained was not yet fulfilledñI should not show 

them to any person; neither the breastplate with the Urim and Thummim; only to 

those to whom I should be commanded to show them; if I did I should be 

destroyed. While he was conversing with me about the plates, the vision was opened 

to my mind that I could see the place where the plates were deposited, and that so 

clearly and distinctly that I knew the place again when I visited it. 

700. JSH 1:46 By this time, so deep were the impressions made on my mind, that sleep 

had fled from my eyes, and I lay overwhelmed in astonishment at what I had both 

seen and heard. But what was my surprise when again I beheld the same messenger 

at my bedside, and heard him rehearse or repeat over again to me the same things as 

before; and added a caution to me, telling me that Satan would try to tempt me (in 

consequence of the indigent circumstances of my fatherõs family), to get the plates 

for the purpose of getting rich. This he forbade me, saying that I must have no other 

object in view in getting the plates but to glorify God, and must not be influenced by 

any other motive than that of building his kingdom; otherwise I could not get them. 

701. JSH 1:74 Our minds being now enlightened, we began to have the scriptures laid 

open to our understandings, and the true meaning and intention of their more 

mysterious passages revealed unto us in a manner which we never could attain to 

previously, nor ever before had thought of. In the meantime we were forced to keep 

secret the circumstances of having received the Priesthood and our having been 



baptized, owing to a spirit of persecution which had already manifested itself in the 

neighborhood.

709. Gen 19:1 And there came two angels to Sodom at even; and Lot sat in the gate of 

Sodom: and Lot seeing them rose up to meet them; and he bowed himself with his 

face toward the ground; 

710. Gen 19:13 For we will destroy this place, because the cry of them is waxen great 

before the face of the Lord; and the Lord hath sent us to destroy it.

712. Gen 30:33 So shall my righteousness answer for me in time to come, when it shall 

come for my hire before thy face: every one that is not speckled and spotted among 

the goats, and brown among the sheep, that shall be counted stolen with me. 



713. Gen 31:21 So he fled with all that he had; and he rose up, and passed over the river, 

and set his face toward the mount Gilead.

And she said, An old man 

cometh up; and he is covered with a mantle. And Saul perceived that it was Samuel, 

and he stooped with his face to the ground, and bowed himself. 

784. 2 Sam 2:22 And Abner said again to Asahel, Turn thee aside from following me:

791. 2 Sam 14:33 So Joab came to the king, and told him: and when he had called for 

Absalom, he came to the king, and bowed himself on his face to the ground before 

the king: and the king kissed Absalom. 

792. 2 Sam 18:28 And Ahimaaz called, and said unto the king, All is well. And he fell 

down to the earth upon his face before the king, and said, Blessed be the Lord thy 

God, which hath delivered up the men that lifted up their hand against my lord the 

king. 

793. 2 Sam 19:4 But the king covered his face, and the king cried with a loud voice, O my 

son Absalom, O Absalom, my son, my son! 

794. 2 Sam 24:20 And Araunah looked, and saw the king and his servants coming on 

toward him: and Araunah went out, and bowed himself before the king on his face 

upon the ground. 

795. 1 Kgs 1:23 And they told the king, saying, Behold Nathan the prophet. And when he 

was come in before the king, he bowed himself before the king with his face to the 

ground. 

796. 1 Kgs 1:31 Then Bath-sheba bowed with her face to the earth, and did reverence to 

the king, and said, Let my lord king David live for ever. 

797. 1 Kgs 2:15 And he said, Thou knowest that the kingdom was mine, and that all Israel 

set their faces on me, that I should reign: howbeit the kingdom is turned about, and 

is become my brotherõs: for it was his from the Lord. 



798. 1 Kgs 8:14 And the king turned his face about, and blessed all the congregation of 

Israel: (and all the congregation of Israel stood;) 

799. 1 Kgs 13:6 And the king answered and said unto the man of God, Entreat now the 

face of the Lord thy God, and pray for me, that my hand may be restored me again. 

And the man of God besought the Lord, and the kingõs hand was restored him again, 

and became as it was before.

803. 1 Kgs 20:38 So the prophet departed, and waited for the king by the way, and 

disguised himself with ashes upon his face. 

804. 1 Kgs 20:41 And he hasted, and took the ashes away from his face; and the king of 

Israel discerned him that he was of the prophets. 

805. 1 Kgs 21:4 And Ahab came into his house heavy and displeased because of the word 

which Naboth the Jezreelite had spoken to him: for he had said, I will not give thee 

the inheritance of my fathers. And he laid him down upon his bed, and turned away 

his face, and would eat no bread. 

806. 2 Kgs 4:29 Then he said to Gehazi, Gird up thy loins, and take my staff in thine 

hand, and go thy way: if thou meet any man, salute him not; and if any salute thee, 

answer him not again: and lay my staff upon the face of the child. 

807. 2 Kgs 4:31 And Gehazi passed on before them, and laid the staff upon the face of 

the child; but there was neither voice, nor hearing. Wherefore he went again to meet 

him, and told him, saying, The child is not awaked.

811. 2 Kgs 12:17 Then Hazael king of Syria went up, and fought against Gath, and took 

it: and Hazael set his face to go up to Jerusalem. 

812. 2 Kgs 13:14 Now Elisha was fallen sick of his sickness whereof he died. And Joash 

the king of Israel came down unto him, and wept over his face, and said, O my 

father, my father, the chariot of Israel, and the horsemen thereof. 

813. 2 Kgs 14:8 Then Amaziah sent messengers to Jehoash, the son of Jehoahaz son of 

Jehu, king of Israel, saying, Come, let us look one another in the face.

shield and buckler, whose faces were like the faces of lions, and were as swift as the 

roes upon the mountains; 

818. 1 Chr 16:11 Seek the Lord and his strength, seek his face continually. 

819. 1 Chr 21:16 And David lifted up his eyes, and saw the angel of the Lord stand 

between the earth and the heaven, having a drawn sword in his hand stretched out 

over Jerusalem. Then David and the elders of Israel, who were clothed in sackcloth, 

fell upon their faces. 

820. 2 Chr 6:3 And the king turned his face, and blessed the whole congregation of Israel:
